Internet Access Rules

· Accessing web sites that contain illegal, sexually explicit, or offensive material.

· Violating copyright laws.
· Plagiarism: using another person’s work on the internet as your own. DO NOT cut and paste information from any website into any answer block. 
· Using another’s login details.
· Trespassing in another’s folders, work, or files.

· Revealing your personal address, phone number, or parent / guardian’s name on internet sites. 

· Intentional wasting internet resources.

· Employing the network for commercial purposes.
