We have been busy in District 17K the past two months providing service, training leaders, recruiting new members and planning for the future.

My goals are:

1. Club Officer Training – at least 40% of incoming club officers will complete officer training. Results: Goal Met. All officers who have an email address received the appropriate email from the LCI GAT. We will follow this up in November by sending the Ebooks out again and encouraging officers to review it. Approximately 10% have attended a live seminar provided by the district. We will be providing additional training opportunities in November.

2. Zone Chair Training - at least 40% of incoming ZC will complete ZC training.

Results: Goal Met 100% of ZC have received training via email of DG goals and LCI Ebook.

3. Leadership Training - Identity 5 qualified candidates to apply for Lions sponsored training Institutes in our area. Goal met: We sent 4 to USA/Canada Forum and 2 Midwest Faculty Development Institute.

4. New Members – Add a total of 110 new members by 6/30/2020 Results: Goal not yet met. We have recorded 16 new members YTD. With the year being 32% over we are currently at 15% of this goal

5. New Clubs – Add 2 new clubs by 6/30/2020 Results: Goal not yet met. No clubs have been added.

6. Member Retention – Limit dropped members to no more than 120 during the year. Results: Goal not yet met. We have dropped 37 members YTD. With the year being 32% over we are currently at 31% of this goal

7. People Served – Our district (including all clubs) will serve at least 60,000 people during the year. Results: Goal not yet met. We have served 31,763 people YTD. With the year being 32% over we are currently at 53% of this goal.
8. Service Activities - Our district (including all clubs) will complete at least 600 service activities. Results: Goal not yet met. We have recorded 119 service activities YTD. With the year being 32% over we are currently at 20% of this goal

9. Activity Reporting – 80% of the clubs in our district will report service activities on My LCI or My Lion. Results: Goal not yet met. 29 of 75 clubs or 39% have recorded service activities on MyLion YTD.

10. LCIF Participation – 40% of the Lions in our district will understand the impact of LCIF and will demonstrate their support with a donation. Results: Goal not yet met. LCIF has received 19 donations from District 17-K YTD. This equates to 1.3% of the 1400 members in 17-K.

11. LCIF Fundraising – Clubs and Lions in our district will contribute a total of at least

$12,000 to support LCIF. Results: Goal not yet met. LCIF has received donations of

$5094.50 from District 17-K YTD. With the year being 32% over we are currently at 42% of this goal.

Administrative Activities Completed and In Progress:

District Governor Diane Hentges of 17 A.
We have made visits to 46 of the 79 clubs. A number of our clubs do not meet during the summer months. Membership in September was up 2 from August.

I had the honor to speak at the 50th Anniversary of the Troy Lions. One guest present had been a charter member of the club. 

Our GAT team is busy. This year at the District Cabinet meetings. Our GLT, PCC Deb Weaverling is including educational opportunities for Lions. The first cabinet meeting hosted by the Topeka Sunflower Lions was attended by 60 lions. After the lunch, an educational program geared to club secretaries was presented by 1st.VDG Rick Dodson and 20 Lions attended. Rick provided each attendee with a note book and CD of the presentation.

After the 2nd District Cabinet meeting presentations will focus on club presidents and membership. This cabinet meeting will be November 2 at the Kansas State School for the Blind with the KC Downtown Lions hosting.

GMT is available to work with clubs on membership and will present at the 2nd District Cabinet meeting. Margie Sundstrom, GMT alerts clubs of potential new members when inquiries are received from International.

GST, PDG Carlene has worked closely with school nurse to develop an Emergency Diabetic kit for elementary schools in the event of a lockdown. The plastic shoebox has bottled water, fruit juice, high sugar snack items and directions for the teacher as to use. The Governors promote this emergency kit during their visits. Schools in Johnson and Wyandotte County have taken advantage of the kit.

The clubs in District A are busy with a variety of fall projects. Vision screenings are taking place, Eye glass collections remain a focus. Members of District A volunteered time at the State Fair with the MSU.  Clubs are busy with sponsoring fall festivals, parades and rodeos as events that bring their communities together. Often the MSU becomes part of the event.

We wish to thank all of the Lions and nursing students and instructors for their help in a successful health screening event at the Kansas State Fair.  See the fair report on the back of this page.

We have made some repairs to the outside of the MSU but more needs to be done.  The compartment doors hinge from the bottom and the latches will not hold, these doors could be hinged from the top (like RV compartment doors) then they would not be a problem as they make a catch called a third hand that would hold the doors open to get items out.  We replaced part of the door gasket on one of the hearing booths but did not have enough gasket material to replace all of it.  The rest needs to be replaced and that booth would work OK. Both of the hearing booths need to be removed, raised and re-leveled by professionals.  The travel latches need to be repaired also.  We did need to replace one of the hearing booth head set cords at the fair otherwise all of the other equipment is working OK.

We are still looking for funding and we need all board members to help in this search.  Sylvia and Scott are going to talk to the Koch Foundation this winter.

We have a MSU Program promotional problem also.  We can provide Lions Clubs with promotional material if they ask. Somehow we need to get the Lions Clubs to promote the MSU when they get it scheduled.  We are providing Lions clubs with PSA’s and other promotional material if they ask...  To that end, we will help any Lions club with flyers and other promotional material.  All that we ask is that when a Lions club schedules the MSU they ask for the promotional material. Written report.
The meeting of the Kansas Lions Foundation was called to order by President PCC Helen LeBlanc at 7:32 am. Attending were President PCC Helen LeBlanc (17-N); Vice President PDG John Burns (17-A); Secretary PDG Kathie Bell (17-K); Treasurer Lion John Scovill; PDG Jerry Loney, (17-A); Lion Cheryl Kerns (17-A); and PDG Dan Funke (17-N). PDG Mel Barnett (17-K), PDG Craig Donecker (17-K), Lion Gary Boesker (17-N) and PCC Jess Larison (17-N)  were absent. There was a quorum.

Dan Funke moved the agenda be accepted and Jerry Loney seconded. The agenda was accepted.

During the meeting Lion Chris Gentry GAT leader from Nebraska arrived and was introduced.

The minutes from Aug. 10, 2019 had been distributed. Cheryl Kerns moved they be approved and Dan Funke seconded. The minutes were approved.

Dan Funke moved $500 be allocated to the Kansas Leos and John Scovill seconded the motion which carried.

Jerry Loney and PCC DeAnne Heersche gave the QUEST report (See below). Jerry Loney went through QUEST training given by Heersche at Valley Falls. Heersche is doing training all over the U.S. The entire State of Delaware is adopting the QUEST program and has received a $1,000,000 grant from LCIF. Heersche and one other person will do the training in Delaware.

Dan Funke gave the ALERT report. Grants for both Eureka and Linwood have closed. The ALERT truck is repaired with new tires and a step-up. It is stored at Goddard under cover. The signage for the trailer is about to be completed now the pictures from LCIF, which show what the signage needs to look like, have arrived. These repairs and updates will be within budget. The emergency grant from LCIF to buy a new trailer is no longer available, but standard (matching) grants are available. Funke plans on having District 17-N apply for a $30,000 grant, of which $15,000 is to be matched. Funke has found a truck and trailer at a cost that would be covered by this grant. A good addition to the ALERT unit would be grill for cooking pancakes, burgers, etc. A grill and accessories would cost around $400. John Scovill moved $400 be allocated for a grill and Cheryl Kerns seconded. The motion carried. ALERT pins to be given volunteers have arrived.

Lion Grace Kneil representing the Deaf and Hard of Hearing Camp was absent. She is resigning as chair, but is willing to assist a new chair if one is found. Helen LeBlanc is actively seeking a replacement for Kneil.

Peace Poster chair Lion Caroline Arter was absent. This year's theme for the Peace Poster is "Journey to Peace." Entries are due to the District Governors on Nov. 15.

The Youth Exchange needs a chair. PDG Harry Stockwell, who was absent, has indicated he retake this position if every District has a Youth Exchange chair. There are students still coming into the State for this exchange program.

Dan Funke and Chris Bauer will work on an S.O.P. which addresses a procedure for absorbing or transferring designated funds from old entities which have been dissolved for two or more years.

The next topic of discussion was fundraising. Cheryl Kerns moved if one donates for a Bill and Dorothy Wunder pin, they would automatically receive a pink Lion pin, and if someone has donated for five pink Lions they would receive a Wunder pin. This would apply to donations received since July 1, 2019. Jerry Loney seconded and motion passed.

KLF needs tables at Mid-Winter Rally and the State Convention for donations with pins and pledge forms, and for sharing information through publications. Dan Funke will get graphics to PID Bill Phillipi so forms and information can be printed.

A committee of Bill Phillipi, Dan Funke, John Scovill and Helen LeBlanc will look into putting some of the KLF funds into an interest bearing foundation.

Helen LeBlanc will look into the possibility of State of Kansas KLF automobile license plates which would raise money for the Foundation.

President LeBlanc appointed a committee, including Kathie Bell, to brainstorm ideas for fundraising. Dan Funke moved for adjournment and Jerry Loney seconded. The meeting adjourned at 8:35am.
