District Governor Tom Baumann of 17 K.

Written report.

We have been busy in District 17K the past six months providing service, training leaders, recruiting new members and planning for the future.

My goals are: 

1. Club Officer Training – at least 40% of incoming club officers will complete officer training. Results: Goal Met.  All officers who have an email address received the appropriate email from the LCI GAT.   

Three live seminars have been provided in our District.  Our most recent was our Leadership Training Seminar in Hays held on November 16.  We had 6 FDI Certified Instructors (2 from each district in our state) deliver 6 interactive training sessions on a variety of leadership topics.   There were over 40 club leaders in attendance.

2. Zone Chair Training - at least 40% of incoming ZC will complete ZC training. 

Results:  Goal Met 100% of ZC have received training via email of DG goals and LCI Ebook. 

3. Leadership Training - Identity 5 qualified candidates to apply for Lions sponsored training Institutes in our area.  Goal met: We sent 4 to USA/Canada Forum and 2 Midwest Faculty Development Institute. 

4. New Members – Add a total of 110 new members by 6/30/2020 Results: Goal not yet met. We have recorded 40 new members YTD.  With the year being 55% over we are currently at 36% of this goal 

5. New Clubs – Add 2 new clubs by 6/30/2020 Results: Goal not yet met.  No clubs have been added. 

6. Member Retention – Limit dropped members to no more than 120 during the year. 

Results: Goal not yet met. We have dropped 37 members YTD.  With the year being 55% over we are currently at 69% of this goal 

7. People Served – Our district (including all clubs) will serve at least 60,000 people during the year. Results: Goal not yet met. We have served 53,742 people YTD.  With the year being 55% over we are currently at 90% of this goal. 

8. Service Activities - Our district (including all clubs) will complete at least 600 service activities. Results: Goal not yet met. We have recorded 268 service activities YTD.  With the year being 55% over we are currently at 45% of this goal 

9. Activity Reporting – 80% of the clubs in our district will report service activities on My LCI or My Lion. Results: Goal not yet met. 36 of 76 clubs or 51% have recorded service activities on MyLion YTD.   

10. LCIF Participation – 40% of the Lions in our district will understand the impact of LCIF and will demonstrate their support with a donation. Results: Goal not yet met. LCIF has received 37 donations from District 17-K YTD.  This equates to 2.6% of the 1378 members in 17-K. 

11. LCIF Fundraising – Clubs and Lions in our district will contribute a total of at least 

$12,000 to support LCIF. Results: Goal not yet met. LCIF has received donations of $7389.50 from District 17-K YTD.  With the year being 55% over we are currently at 62% of this goal. 

Administrative Activities Completed and In Progress: 

District Newsletters have been distributed monthly the first week of each month. 

District Cabinet Meeting will be held at noon Feb 1 in Hays 

District Convention will be held March 13th and 14 in Hays. ID Geoffrey Wade and wife Nancy will be our guests of honor and speakers. PCC Les Herrman and his committee are working hard to provide us another wonderful convention experience. 

Planned Activities: 

District Contests – Announced three contests in our newsletter:  Membership Contest, Best Service Project Contest, and Lion of the Year Contest.  The purpose of these contests is to generate enthusiasm among members, promote friendly competition between clubs, recruit new members, provide more service, promote attendance at the District Convention, and encourage donations to LCIF. Membership and Best Service Project contests are competitions between the clubs.  

Service - GST Don Keihl is focusing on diabetes this year.  We are planning to have 4 strides walks in our district next spring.  Details are forthcoming.  PDG Don is also promoting diabetes awareness by encouraging the clubs to do projects in this area. 

Hunters Breakfast Hustle – DG Tom and 1VDG Diana Attended 4 Lions pancake breakfasts on the morning of November 9, starting at Hugoton at 4:45 AM then to Macksville, Claflin, and finishing at Smith Center at 11:45.  Over 600 miles driven without leaving our district.

Website - Our previous website is down.  We are working on a new website and expect it to be online soon.

We have 73 of the 79 club have been visited thus far. 

Your District Governor and 1st VDG Rick Dodson and 2ndVDG Vania Castro have been busy interacting with their clubs. We have had opportunities to install new members which is always a good happening. It is a sign that clubs are recruiting more hands to help in service.

Lion Chris explained the proposed amendment for the procedure to make amendments to the MD-17 Constitution & By-Laws.  This was necessary due to the Kansas Lions News ceasing publication.  The committee directed Lion Chris to take it to the Council of Governors for a vote.

MD-17 Constitution Amendment

The following proposed amendment to Article XI of the MD-17 Constitution shall be placed on the ballot at the 2020 Kansas Lions State Convention.  A two-thirds affirmative vote of the delegates present and voting is required for the amendment to pass.

Delete Section 2 completely:

Any proposed amendment must be presented to the State Council and the State Council Constitution and By-Laws Committee not less than ten (10) days prior to the first meeting of new calendar year of the State Council.  Not later than March 1st prior to the convening of the State Convention, the Chairperson of the Constitution and By-Laws Committee or state secretary shall have mailed to the Editor of the Kansas Lions News a copy of the proposed amendment(s) or proposal for amendments(s) or a notice of the nature and general content of the amendment(s), including the ARTICLE and SECTION proposed to be amended.  The Editor of the Kansas Lion News shall publish in the next issue of the Kansas Lions News such information.
Replace with a new Section 2:

No amendment shall be so reported or voted upon unless the same shall have been published by regular post or electronic means to each club no less than thirty (30) days prior to the convening date of the annual convention with notice that the same will be voted upon at said convention.

Lion Chris went over a proposed new SOP on Council Chair/Vice Council Chair Elections.  He also explained wording changes to SOP 1.09, 1.10, and 1.12 due to action taken by the LCI Board.  These charges were to the length of terms to GLT, GST, and GMT Chairpersons from three years to one year.  The committee directed Lion Chris to take those SOP’s changes to the Council of Governors for approval.  

Lion Chris reviewed with the committee the amendments that will be on the ballot at the Lions Clubs International Convention in Singapore concerning dues.
