1. Contact your local Lions/Lioness Clubs for sponsorship/financial assistance. If you do not have a local Lions/Lioness Club, contact us and we will help you locate your nearest club. 

2. Complete and submit the Application & Medical Information Forms (neatly printed or typed). *NOTE:  Please make sure that you complete the entire forms; to include marking your shirt size, complete contact information, if you have a preferred roommate, if you are trying out for Jazz Band, and if you are a third, fourth, or fifth-year Kansas Lions Band student.   

3. Completed Applications, Medical Forms, and payment (please make out your checks to Kansas Lions Band) and send them to the Kansas Lions Band Committee (address information at top of page) by the following deadlines. 
Kansas Lions International Marching Band – Boston, MA - Deadline is February 17, 2023, the cost is $2350.00 which covers State Band ($250.00) and International Band ($2100.00) fees. The Kansas Lions Band Foundation will provide $400.00/student to help offset part of the International Fee to Boston.
Kansas Lions State Band – Fort Hays State University - Deadline is May 6, 2023, the cost is $250/student. 
4. If you are unable to attend once you apply, contact PCC Hans and Lion Shari immediately. If you let us know early on, we may be able to refund payments or help find a substitute. There are no refunds after the deadlines (Feb 17th for International Band and May 6th for State Band). Each year we have a percentage of students that do not show up on registration day, most never bother to let anyone know. If you get sponsorship from a Lions or Lioness Club, also contact them to make them aware of the events that are preventing you from attending. They may even be able to help get you to band camp if transportation becomes an issue.
