District K – John  Burns

The 2018-2019 Lion’s year is almost over. It has been a good year for the most part. We are ending with a negative membership but we have gained 142 new Lions to our membership bringing new and fresh ideas for their clubs. 
We have contributed over 17,000 hours of service for our communities. Most of our clubs have given out thousands of dollars of scholarships to their High school Seniors.

I have greatly enjoyed my year as your District Governor and wonder where the time went.

I want to thank my DG team of 1st VDG Diane Hentges and 2nd VDG Rick Dodson, Secretary Margy Sundstrom and Treasurer Harry Malnicof for all the work and effort to make this a successful year; also all the committee chairpersons and members who contributed to the success of district 17-A and also to the leadership of our Council Chair Deb Weaverling of Leavenworth. 

District N – Patrick Laham

It has been a great year for District 17N.  We still have 74 Clubs in our District, and there are 1547 Lion members recorded in District N as of yesterday.  There is one status quo club at the present time, and, that is the Lindsborg Club. Attempts have been made to contact them throughout the year, but to no avail.  There are 7 members in that small club. 

For the year, we have added 130 members, exceeding our goal of adding 100.  We have dropped 148 for a net loss of 18, a far cry from the 136 members lost last year. 

We had a very successful District Convention in ElDorado in April, and although there were some unforeseen challenges, we did have 123 attendees.  PDG Bill Kincaid and PCC Harry Stockwell provided a great experience for all who attended.  Our guests were PID Linda Tincher and PDG Vern from Terre Haute, Indiana.  Thanks to PID Bill Phillipi, we were able to carry out our plans for the Convention, and even inducted a new member during the Friday evening session.

I want to recognize my Leadership Team, Lion Marla, and Lion Chris, for their hard work and support on behalf of the District. With the addition of Lion Richard Caldwell to the team for next year, I am confident that District 17N will continue to grow and prosper.

I also want to recognize my Zone Chairs and Committee Chairs, for their service to our District Clubs and to the membership. 

We had the opportunity to visit so many wonderful Clubs this year to present milestone chevrons, and Centennial Service Banner patches and awards.  I have been honored to recognize so many great Lions servants.  

Despite some challenges, the latest issue of the District N Governor’s newsletter has been posted and distributed to members of District N and other interested Lions on a regular basis. In the interim, we posted several mid-month “blasts”, which included timely information to keep in touch with the membership.  We completed three successful Cabinet meetings, and our Fourth and final is scheduled for June 8, in Independence. I have tried to incorporate some fun and educational activities as a part of the Cabinet meeting days, and I think it has generated some interest.  

Goals:

I had 6 goals for District N this year.  Two goals each for Leadership, Membership, and Service.  They are as follows:

1.  Leadership Goal #1, was accomplished.  With the help of our leadership team, we were able to convey and communicate the International President’s platform, LCI’s 5 Global Causes, and the District Governor’s goals to all Lions in District 17N throughout the 2018-2019 Lions year.  

2.  Leadership Goal #2 was not accomplished. We had planned to conduct four training opportunities for Club Officers and Zone Chairs in District 17N.  We had 2 sessions, one east, and one west.  Our plans for beginning training sessions for this year, are on hold at this time due to many unforeseen circumstances, not the least of which is Mother Nature.  We are formulating a contingency plan moving forward.

Goal #1 for membership was accomplished.  Our goal was to add 100 members, to include reinstated, transfer, and new members.  As of yesterday, we had added 130. 

Goal #2 was not quite accomplished.  We wanted to attain a percentage of 35% female membership.  As of last report, we have only hit 29%.

Goal #1 for Service was to have 40% of our Lions Clubs contribute to Lions Clubs International Foundation.  We only achieved 30%.  Our District Coordinators have both attended the training for Campaign 100, and have been sharing that information with the membership by delivering programs to clubs when invited.
2.  Service Goal #2 was to have 50% of Lions Clubs in District 17N conduct a program or event. related to Diabetes Awareness.  A “Dining with Diabetes” event in the Sedgwick County area in partnership with the K-State Research and Extension Service was very successful with 17 participants learning about proper diet and nutrition along with weight loss, blood sugar, and blood pressure goals.  This program was designed to help participants in their ongoing struggle with diabetes. It was targeted mainly to low income participants, although anyone was welcome to attend.  The second part of the event was a “Let’s DiaBeat This Health and Wellness Expo in Derby, KS.  Thirty hearing screenings and 34 vision screenings were performed with 5 referrals. I would term this two part event a success, but the overall percentage of Clubs hosting a diabetes event is yet to be determined. 
Health of the District:  The health of the district is good and looking brighter. Our Association is viable and visible throughout the southeast corner of Kansas.  We have a great District web site maintained by Lion John Scovill, and we are offering to link Clubs who only have Facebook pages to our District Web Site so that they can more easily publicize their events and their stories to Lions everywhere. 

I was recently asked if I was happy that my term as Governor was about to end, to which I replied emphatically NO!  We have much work yet to be done, but we have some great leaders coming up behind me.  I will support them in any way that I am asked.  We have a lot going on in District N, and I believe we have turned the corner and will continue to successfully serve well into the future.  I believe that I leave this District in much better shape than I found it, and continue to look with pride on the goals and achievements of our past, while looking forward to the challenges of the future.  I thank you all for the opportunity to serve as Governor for 17N this past year.

Audio Reader - The Audio Reader studio in Springfield celebrated it one year anniversary on April 5.  Advertising on Audio-Reader is being marketed to home health agencies, assisted living, hospice and other organizations serving the senior population.  

Audio Reader exhibited at all three Kansas District Conventions and the State Convention in Missouri.

A verbal report was given and mentioned the possibility of working with "Alexa" to provide Audio Reader services in home.  Alexa and Echo Dot are Amazon devices that are virtual assistants in the home. 

Claude DeVorss Fellowship - The total Claude Devorss Fellowships from the Kansas Lions Sight

Foundation to date are 110.
Mark Doyen Used Eyeglass Collection-  The Indiana Lions provided 84 empty banana boxes for use in our eyeglass recycling program.  The load returning to Indianapolis contained 60 large shipper boxes of finished 30,000 pairs of glasses.  These finished glasses will be used by Indiana Lions & Doctors on a mission trip to Guatemala soon.  There were 31 banana boxes of readers on this load also of various lens strengths.  Boxes average 400 pair for a total of 12,400 pairs.  Included in this load were 18 boxes of dark sunglasses and 18 boxes of broken/salvage parts and pieces.  A medium sized box of hearing aids/parts & pieces was also included for a total of 134 boxes on this load.

We received a large shipment of shipping boxes and eyeglass collection boxes that are used to collect glasses for the clubs to pick up and turn in to the district collections chairs at their meetings and major events.  Ultimately they will find their way to the recycle barn in Scranton to be sorted.  During this process any glasses that contain gold will be removed for recycling to help finance the KLSF program.

Kansas Eye Bank - The Kansas Eye Bank recently underwent a site inspection by the Eye Bank Assoc. of America for accreditation purposes.  No major threats were found.  The National Accreditation Board will now do a review of their case and hopefully achieve a full three year accreditation.  The Ks. Eye Bank has been fully accredited since 1992.

KUMC - Grant request to perform 12 cataract surgeries at a greatly reduced price.

KanLovKids -Sixteen LVCCs and Twelve LVCC+s= 28 Low Vision clinics throughout Kansas in 2018-19.  115 students evaluated, 313 people in attendance.

Kansas State School for the Blind-  Grant request to build playground was presented.

Mobile Screening Unit - The committee is still seeking funding that will assist statewide.  Several foundations have been contacted and PDG Beverly Nichols has agreed to help write a grant needed.

Promotion of the unit is a problem.  Materials are available for use if the clubs will request them.  Lion Dan is doing a great job of making clubs aware of this service.

A used vision instrument has been added and the youth hearing instrument is back in service.  The hearing booths are outdated and need to be replaced.

The Kansas State Fair is coming so it is time to get with Lion Sylvia and schedule times for assistance.

We need to be encouraging clubs to utilize the MSU to promote better health and Diabetes Awareness by bringing it to their community to partner with a local county health department or health fair.
