Clothlng (4 days)

Comfortable rehearsal clothes (shorts, t-shirts, athletic wear)
Extra outfits (plan for 1—2 per day if it’s hot)

Lightweight jacket or hoodie (rooms can be cool)

Comfortable walking shoes

Dorm & Bedding

Extra Long Twin-size sheets OR sleeping bag
Pillow

Blanket

Towels & washcloths

e Laundry bag
(Students stay in dorms during camp.)

Toiletries & Personal Care
e  Toothbrush / toothpaste
Deodorant
Shampoo / body wash
Hairbrush / comb
Bug spray
Medications (with instructions if needed)

Refillable water bottle (stay hydrated)

Reminders for Students

Label everything with your name

Come with a positive attitude and prepared music
