| recently attended (virtually) the funeral of a friend who died from Covid. He attended the Boy’s Brigade most
of his life, as man and boy for nearly 50 years, becoming a Christian when he was 18. Many of you will know
that the Boy’s Brigade motto is ‘Sure and Steadfast’. This is taken from Hebrews 6:19: ‘We have this hope as
an anchor for the soul, firm and secure.” Christ has “anchored” our hope of “refuge” in the very presence of
God: the “inner place.” As the hymn says: “We have an anchor that keeps the soul, steadfast and sure while
the billows roll. Fastened to the Rock which cannot move. Grounded firm and deep in the Saviour’s love.” My
friend’s hope was anchored in the Saviour’s love, may you continue to ensure your hope is also grounded firm
and deep in the Saviour’s love in these unsettled times. The Message translation of Hebrews 6 verse 19 puts it
like this: ‘It’s an unbreakable spiritual lifeline, reaching past all appearances right to the very presence of
God.” Let us not forsake our spiritual lifeline and help others to grasp that lifeline that reaches to the very
presence of God.
