REVIEW OF DIXIE GARDENS WATERLINE IMPROVEMENT PROJECT

At the March 31, 2026 Regular Meeting, the financing of this project was discussed.  Following a conversation with former Chairman Adam Brown, it was determined that the cost of this project was being financed by the Maintenance Reserve Fund.  When this project was first discussed, cost was estimated to be $80-100,000.  Cost is now estimated to be over $200,000.00.  Board discussed the cost with Kyle Wirts, Chief Water Operator, and determined it was not cost effective at this price.   If funding becomes available in the future, we can return to this plan.  Chairman Pro Tem Hunger made a motion to pay Bartlett & West for services and shelf the project.  Trustee Hentges seconded the motion.  Motion passed on roll call vote.
