FINANCIAL REPORT

July bank reconciliations for accounts were provided to Board Members.  June bank reconciliation for Waterworks was provided as well.  Bank statements were provided as support documentation.  Total $883,667.28.
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WATERWORKS REPORT  

Chief Water Operator Kyle Wirts completed 5 locates on Main, Shangri-La and Rt U.  Completed radionuclide test on July 30th.  Deep well testing completed, no results yet.  BAC-T tomorrow.

VILLAGE CLERK REPORT

Debit card/online transactions totaled $3,111.74.  Includes Electric, Telephone, Internet, quarterly taxes, and admin fees for Water Tower loan.    

There was one shut off this month.  Turned back on same day.  Accounts receivable report in your folder.  Past due notifications will be sent out tomorrow.  Shut offs are scheduled for September 2nd.

Water bills sent out August 19th.  After bills were printed, it was noted the Primacy Fee was charged again.  Credited all accounts.  Placed a label on back of bill explaining the error and stating credits have been given.

All documents have been forwarded to Auditor.

MoDOT public meeting was held at hall July 29th.  There were a small number of visitors.

Nuisance letters sent to Marion and Mill Street addresses to include landlord by certified mail.  11809 Pine returned.  Resident not currently in domicile.  Monroe Street address has started clean up but will not make the September 5th deadline.

CDBG requested additional documentation for the pending grant.

OLD BUSINESS

UPDATE ON WATER LINE IMPROVEMENTS

Discussion with Kyle Wirts, Chief Water Operator, concerning upsizing hydrant on the Dixie Gardens water line improvements.  Line will be increased to 6 inches to accommodate a fire hydrant.  Letters to go out to affected residents.  Once designed, will go to bid.
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VILLAGE CLERK POSITION

Position has been filled.  Sandra Maness will start September 3rd.

COLE COUNTY TAX LIEN SALE

Chairman Brown and Chairman Pro Tem Baker attended Cole County Tax Lien Sale.  Placed winning bid of $4,200 on 11809 Pine.  

UPDATE ON SIDEWALK GRANT

Village was awarded MoDOT TAP Grant in the amount of $360,000 for sidewalk improvements. Will replace south side of Main from Tammy’s Restaurant to Baptist Church, Church to Village Hall.  

NEW BUSINESS

PRO FORMA TAX RATE FOR STATE AUDITOR

Completed Pro Forma Tax Rate form for State Auditor.  Tax Rate was reduced from 0.7258 to 0.7244.
