                        ORDINANCE  NO. _264__
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE 109 OF THE VILLAGE OF CENTERTOWN, MISSOURI TO ADD ENFORCEMENT PROCEDURES
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE VILLAGE OF CENTERTOWN AS FOLLOWS:
SECTION 1.
The Village Code shall be amended by adding the following Chapter to Section 1 or Ordinance 109.
Chapter 3.35.  Enforcement:  Procedures to abate a nuisance:  
A. Should the Board of Trustees vote by unanimous vote that any property located within the Village of Centertown constitute a nuisance due to violations of the Ordinance, the following procedures shall apply:

1. The Board of Trustees shall cause a letter to be mailed by regular mail and certified mail to the registered owner of the property, and also to be posted on the front door of any structure on said property.  Should no front door exist, the notice shall be posted in an open and obvious locations.
 2.  Said notice shall advise that the landowner shall have seven (7) days to either:

a. Abate the nuisance and advise the Village Clerk of the completion  thereof; 

                  b.  Request a hearing before the Board of Trustees to present good cause as to why the property shall not constitute a nuisance; or
                    c.  Sign a Deed voluntarily turning the property over to the Village as owner, free of all liens, encumbrances, and claims.

                                               3.  Should the landowner fail to abate the nuisance within seven (7) days of either the notice, or the final determination of the Board of Trustees, whichever shall later occur, the Village may file a Petition in Circuit Court claiming the existence of the nuisance, and seeking the authority of the Court to abate the nuisance using Village Funds and contractors hired by the Village.  Should the Village prevail on such an action, they shall be entitled to an award of their costs, attorney’s fees, and the costs of abatement being assessed as a Judgment against the landowner and a lien upon the subject real estate.

 
This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and approval.
