FINANCIAL REPORT

January bank reconciliations for all but Waterworks in your folder.  Bank statements in your folder for all accounts.  Waterworks reconciliation will be provided next month.  

WATERWORKS REPORT  

Chief Water Operator, Kyle Wirts, provided his monthly report.  In January, the nitrates testing was completed and showed no detection.  On January 17th, a new well meter was installed.   BAC-T testing was completed; results were good.  A flush hydrant was run over and had to be replaced.  Covered by the individual’s insurance.  The February BAC-T test will be taken tomorrow.  PFA testing is due in March.  A number of meters need to be replaced.  Had a call from a Centertown resident about chlorine.      

VILLAGE CLERK REPORT 

One shut off this month and it has been reconnected.
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Water bills were sent out on the 11th without issue.

Shut Offs are scheduled for March 3rd.

The flush hydrant on Pine Street is being paid for through the driver’s insurance.

Spring Clean Up is scheduled for April 6, 2026.

UPDATE ON SIDEWALK TAP GRANT

The revised Engineering Services Contract was sent to MoDOT last week.  Will go thru the signature process again.

Bartlett & West Report is in your file.  Survey, Topo and boundary drawings have been reviewed.  Plans and specs have been drafted.  Easement descriptions have been started.

UPDATE ON COLE COUNTY ARPA GRANT  

Balance remaining: $1225.78.  Three Cameras/$500, Lithium batters/$210, memory cards/$21, to be submitted.  Balance: $495.  Will have two cameras installed at Ballpark.  Will determine whether third camera is needed at Ballpark or Walking Trail.  Liberty Tree is tentatively scheduled to be planted in April.  Tree is 4-6 ft tall.  Cost of planting should be minimal.  Also intend to plant red, white, and blue flowers.

UPDATE ON CDBG STORMWATER IMPROVEMENTS GRANT  

Met with CDBG and Lincoln Brown, Mid Missouri Regional Planning Commission, this morning.  Agenda in your file.  We are in the environmental stage.  Will be sending out a second round of Native American letters soon.
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UPDATE ON NUISANCE VIOLATIONS

Janelle Phillips, owner of trailer located at 1319 Marion requested an extension to the removal of the trailer on the property.  Board approved a 30-day extension during closed meeting February 19th.  

Moving forward with a possible land purchase to extend the walking trail.  Contract is being drafted.
