2012 Challenges/Projects:  

1. Fat Quarter Lotto:  Bring fat quarters “in the color of the month” to the Business Meeting.  

Your name MUST be on the back either written or with a ‘sticky’ label.  You may ‘enter’ as many 

fat quarters as you like.  Please give them to Sharon P before the meeting starts. 2. UFO 

Challenge:  Everyone should have their UFO list in to Therese before/at the next (March) 

meeting.  You can write it out, type it, e-mail it or send it by mail.  BUT be sure to put everything 

you might possibly want to finish on that list because for every project you complete and show at 



a meeting, your name goes into the 'hat' for a chance to win a prize at the end of the challenge 

(2012 Christmas Party).  So the more you complete the better your chance of winning!  

3. Row by Row:  Each month at the Business Meeting, Therese will demonstrate one of the 

blocks of the quilt.   The object is to become proficient in making the blocks, learning new 

techniques and having a quilt when the year is done!  So far the patterns are:  

1. June     Magic Nine Patch  

2. July     Half Square Triangle  

3. August   Log Cabin  

4. September  Snail's Trail  

5. October  Ribbon Star  

6. November  Half Horizontal Rectangles  

7. December  Star Window  

8. January  Arkansas Cross Roads  

9. February  Hearts  

4. Art Bra for GSQA Quilt Show in April:  Due in at same times as the quilts (see above).
