Please
join in the fun and help us fight breast cancer at the same time. There’s no entry fee for the
art bras, so make as many as your imagination can dream up. This is not a contest and all
entries will be accepted. No registration fee is required to submit a bra in the show. Entries
will be registered at same time as quilts and turned in at same time as quilts. Fine
print: The bras will be forwarded to one or more local cancer support groups within
the states of GSQA to support fundraising. GSQA will not be responsible for
damages to the designed piece and will be held harmless to liability. GSQA will hold




the rights to any photography for the show and may create items, i.e. note cards,
calendars, eftc., for sale at a future date. Exhibitors will not be compensated for the
inclusion of their entries.

Rules for Art Bra Challenge- GSQA Quilt Show, April 20t & 21st, 2012:

1. Use a NEW 36C padded underwire bra.
. Bra design should completely cover the bra, including straps, sides, back, and inside.

3. Bras must be created in a tasteful style. GSQA reserves the right to refuse to display
any bra that does not meet standards.

4. The bra should not be designed or covered in such a way that it would be top heavy
and require additional support when hung on a hanger for display.

5. If your design includes any mechanical devices such as battery packs, this must be

accessible to show staff. Additional batteries must be provided to last the duration of

the show.

Multiple entries are allowed.

7. There is no theme- you are limited by your imagination.

Please include a small nametag with your name and name of the bra attached to the

inside of the bra.
