*CROYDON DEANERY NOTICE— Kindly note that at the last Croydon Deanery
meeting, Parishes were asked to have a reduced summer mass schedule for the week-
end masses, which will ‘take effect each year on the third weekend in July, and
continue to include the first weekend in September.
