• What YOU need to do: Maintain your 

property!!

o Dead plants, dead or dry leaves, pine 

needles and stuff on the lot… especially 

near structures, on roofs, etc

o Branches overhanging roofs or within 10 

feet of a chimney.

o Reduce/eliminate “Ladder Fuel” 

(branches lower than 6 feet from the 

ground).

o Reduce foliage bordering the street and 

adjacent properties

o Reduce density of trees

• What Merry Mountain has done and is doing:

o New mobile water tank, with pump located 

at our community burn pile

o 14 hydrants/wharf valves fed by our two 

main water tanks, with backup power 

o Additional redwood tank with 10K gallons 

(non-potable) dedicated to fire suppression, 

with fire engine hookup valve

o Swimming pool available for additional 

water if needed

o Pond on property could be available for 

helicopter water collection in an 

emergency (access was validated).

o Working to improve the fire station across 

from Buck’s…with a focus on ensuring 

water is available
