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The first Sikh coinage, minted by Baba Banda Singh Bahadur (1670-1716), 
the first political leader of the Sikhs in the post Guru era. Banda Singh first 
established the Sikh tradition of coinage in the name of the Sikh Gurus 
rather than a rulers own name.
