Eschatology

Eschatology is the study of end - time events

Committed Christians have different viewpoints
on this topic.

For example, excellent theologians have differing
views on the millennium as well as the timing of
the Rapture.

The viewpoint taken here is that there will be a
premiflennial return of Jesus preceded by a
pretribulation Rapture  of the church. Jesus will
return after a seven year 7ribulation . He will
defeat Satan and the Antichrist and usher in the
Millennial Kingdom onto the earth.

Energy Production

1 Organic Material - plants, algae, anything
living - high in energy (ultimately  from the
sun) gets buried beneath sand, rock, and dirt

1 As time passes , more and more sediments
build up on the organic material. Pressure
Increases. The heat builds up because of the
warmth of the earth.

1 Over time the molecules of these organic
materials start to rearrange and form natural
gas, oil, and other energy products.
