And he perceives the rottenness

of his heart and the pollution of his nature and he is
drawn to Christ as a remedy. And he sees One who

died for his sin and who conquered his sin and paid

the price and wants to give him new life. And he says
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Faith leads to righteousness

For in it the righteousness of [from] God is revealed from
faith to faith; as it is written, "The just shall live by faith."
Romans 1:17

Faith (in the gospel of Jesus) was how righteousness
would be imputed to the sinful man. Mankind could

not merit salvation; however, God would grant us grace (i.e.
unmerited favor) through faith in His only begotten Son.
Once we place our faith in Jesus and His completed work
on the cross, God no longer views us as sinners. Instead,
God sees us through theorism of a perfect Jesus.Jesus
stands between us and God as our righteousness

- Circumcision is no longer required. Remember, it is
faith that saves, not works.

- Is this blessedness only for the circumcised, or also for
the uncircumcised? We have been saying that
Abraham's faith was credited to him as

righteousness. Under what circumstances was it
credited? Was it after he was circumcised, or before? It
was not after, but before! And he received the sign of
circumcision, a seal of the righteousness that he had
by faith while he was still uncircumcised.

Romans 4:911 (NIV)
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- It was not through law that Abraham and his offspring
received the promise that he would be heir of the
world, but through the righteousness that comes by
faith. For if those who live by law are heirs, faith has
no value and the promise is worthless, because law
brings wrath. Romans 4:135 (NIV)
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- "It was credited to him as righteousness." The words "it
was credited to him" were written not for him
alone, but also for us, to whom God will credit
righteousness-for us who believe in him who raised
Jesus our Lord from the dead.He was delivered over to

death for our sins and was raised to life for our
justification. Romans 4:2225 (NIV)

Adam vs. Jesus

Therefore, having been justified by faith,we have peace
with God through our Lord Jesus Christ through whom
also we have access by faith into this grace in which we
stand, and rejoice inhope of the glory of God. Romans 5:1

Paul explains again that everyone that is saved is being
saved by grace, through faith, and faith alone. Our faith
gives us justification and peace with God. Legally, we have
this justification due to what Jesus did for us.

Then, we should all continue to use our faith as wework
toward sanctification.

Romans & Eternal Security

This may be the most important chapter in the Bible

Paul will describe many important doctrines in this
chapter, including that of Eternal Security

Therefore, there is now no condemnation for those
who are in Christ Jesus2 because through Christ Jesus
the law of the Spirit of life set me free from the law of
sin and deathRomans 8:32
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For what the law was powerless to do in that it was
weakened by the sinful nature, God did by sending his
own Son Iin the likeness of sinful man to be a sin
offering. And so he condemned sin in sinful man,4 in
order that the righteous requirements of the law might
be fully met in us, who do not live according to the
sinful nature but according to the Spirit. Romans 8:34

Sanctification

Those who live according to the sinful nature have
their minds set on what that nature desires; but those
who live in accordance with the Spirit have their minds
set on what the Spirit desires. Romans 8:5

The mind of sinful man is death, but the mind
controlled by the Spirit is life and peace;Romans 8:67
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Who has the Holy Spirit?

You, however, are controlled not by the sinful nature
but by the Spirit, if the Spirit of God lives in you.
