Working dogs are bred to WORK - at specific jobs, and can also be excellent ACTIVE family
member dogs. Working Line GSD’s, and Belgian Shepherds, are typically a high energy, high drive, large-
breed dog, some of the most intelligent breeds, and some of the strongest with their jaw/bite grip, so
require a high amount of owner’s time daily, individual attention, sufficient DAILY or multiple-times daily
exercise, and regular, routine healthcare, to be physically and mentally satisfied, and able to be a calm
and happy household family member. Without enough exercise, attention and mental stimulation, your
dog will likely become destructive, or possibly anxious and aggressive. A working dog is best as an active
dog partner, not a “pet,” so please carefully consider what time commitment you are able to provide
this next dog, before your final decision to purchase or adopt.

The application/s purpose is to understand your home setting and dog goals, to make a match so your
puppy /dog will thrive as your new partner, for the rest of their life. Please consider that we are
entrusting you with a puppy from our bitch we have meticulously cared for, or a fostered dog we have
put countless hours, dollars, work and training/retraining into, and we want only the best situation for
your mutual happiness with your new dog partner.

Foster Person, Her/His Associates and any representative of vom Xanadu make NO guarantees, nor
warranties, of the health, safety, condition or temperament of the dog, and are transferring the dog, its
ownership, and full liability to the Adopter named below, as soon as the dog is in Adopter’s hands, care
and control, and Foster is not liable for any illness, accident or injury to the dog or caused by the dog to
yourself or to other people, dogs, or animals, from that moment forward. As dog fosters, we first rely on
the animal shelter for behavioral assessment of the dog as an “adoptable” dog fit for regular human
interaction, but as we are NOT licensed veterinarians, nor dog behaviorists or trainers, cannot make or
provide any formal, official assessment of dog, only relate our own layperson’s experiences with the
dog, and provide all veterinarian records we have had completed at our cost. If you find at any time that
the dog is not suitable to continue to keep, we ask that you return the dog to us as the foster.
