Our shopping took longer than we
had planned. We spent quite a bit of
time trying to find some good mis-
sionary shoes. We found some, but
they were way too expensive. Good
leather shoes are hard to come by.
Everything seems to be PVC and
made in China. The shoes do not
breathe and they are basically glued
together verses stitching.

We had to go late to two of our ap-
pointments and reschedule them.

Today is the first day of the month.
That means people get their govern-
ment checks and it is a zoo any-
where you go. The banks have lines a
half block long. People are buying air
time for their phones and comput-
ers, buying satellite TV time, Liquor,

food...everything you can imagine.
By the end of the month many are
out of cash and just waiting for their
next government check.

One thing we learn from our local
leaders is that if people really want
to come to church on Sunday and
they need taxi money, they can do it
if they want to. They all have phones
and buy airtime. They buy other
tings that are not necessarily
"needs." If they need taxi money,
they can find it if they really are
converted and have the desire to
come.

Dear Family,

We had a good district meet-

ing today. I would have to say
that the theme of the meeting was
showing love for the ward you are
assigned to, showing love for your
companion and your investigators,
and then, the ward will love and
trust you.

Mom and I were asked what has
helped us the most to stay married
for 43 years. I said, 1) temple atten-
dance, 2) studying the scriptures
daily together, 3) praying together,
and 4) serving together. Then, we
were asked how many times a day
we pray? Unfortunately, we said only
two times a day. We actually do a lit-
tle more, but we have both decided
that from now on we are going to do
a lot more. For example, we will pray
each time before we give a lesson or
visit.

We have one member we visit about
once a week. He is older, has had a
severe auto accident that has slowed
him down mentally, he drools a lot,
slurs his words so that he is hard to
understand and is usually very un-
kempt when we visit. I thought Mom
was going to die when we first greet-
ed him today. He had just wiped his
mouth that was dripping with drool
and then shook our hands!

Now, as bad as that all sounds, let us
be the first to tell you that our visits
and the visits of the other mission-
aries mean a lot to him. We are glad
we can visit and make a difference
for this good brother. Granted, not
the most pleasant of circumstances,
but we count these visits as impor-
tant and valuable. (We always carry
hand sanitizer in the car)

We met with the Mkwando family
that is looking to go to the temple
some day. We were able to put to-

gether some important family infor-
mation about who is related to who.
We are checking into how the
grandchildren might be able to be
sealed to the grandparents. Outside
of adoption, this might require the
approval of the First Presidency.
Honest. The handbook literally says
these types of sealing must be ap-
proved by the First Presidency.

FYI, the biological parents for these
grandchildren are either deceased,
unknown or intentionally out of the
picture for their children. The
grandparents are raising them.

FYI, our first discussion with Mu-
sona (pizza man delivery guy) went
well. We know this because on our
second visit, which was me and the
young missionaries, he had studied
the "Restoration" pamphlet and was
asking questions about the Book of
Mormon. The Elders did a good job
of describing the background for the
Book of Mormon and I fished a high-
lighted version of the Book of Mor-
mon out of the trunk of the car.

He lives in
an isolated part of Mdantsane called
Reston. Fortunately, we have a
member of the ward that also lives
there, Brother Lucky Sandran. We
asked him to come with us to teach
Patrick. We all went to Patrick's
shack. As you can imagine, it was
one room, dirt floor with old, worn
carpeting and bugs. The lesson on
the restoration went well and Broth-
er Lucky was able to help make sure
he understood everything.

We hope and pray he was able to
catch the message. Fortunately,
Brother Lucky did a visual demon-
stration of making a little build-
ing/church with a foundation out of
magazines and books Patrick had in
the shack. When the foundation

(prophets and apostles) was pulled
out from under the rest of the
church, everything came tumbling
down. You could see Patrick's eyes
light up and you knew he under-
stood.

We left him a restoration pamphlet
with the challenge to study it and
sincerely pray to know it is true. He
said he would and said he likes to
pray. We will take the young mis-
sionaries in next time and pass off
the baton.

We also taught the Fikiso family.
Brother Fikiso was late getting there,
so we asked his wife a little bit about
what he is thinking and doing with
the information we are sharing with
him. His wife mentioned he is read-
ing and he is praying in the morning
and at night!

We visited the Mloka family today. It
was Asisipho's birthday. She is
around 20 years old. Her mother,
sister, brother and a small child
were there with her. She became so
happy when we presented her with 8
chocolate cupcakes and Mom and I
sang her happy birthday.

This family lives in a shack and has
had some very challenging, difficult
times. I believe we told you before,
but they were evicted from their
house and lived on the street for
three days. They found this shack by
way of a friend that told them about
it. Very little food and maybe the on-
ly income is a slim pensioner (like
Social Security) check the first of

each month. Water leaks through

their roof. A mud puddle portrudes
half way into their house. Dirt floor.
Kitchen, sleeping and living area all
in a 10 foot by 10 foot area. One bed.

We began our lesson by telling them
how impressed we were with their
family. That through all the hard
times they have had, they stuck to-
gether. They were together to help
each other. We told them that they
were a good example to us of how
families help each other.

We taught that families were insti-
tuted by God. Then, we showed a
video. "Mountains to Climb," with a
voice over being a conference talk by
President Henry B. Eyring. The main
message was the absolute need to
have faith in Christ when we face the
challenges of life. It was a very emo-
tional moment for everyone in that
shack. The Spirit we felt in that little
space was as sacred as the Spirit we

have felt in the temple. Asisipho was
crying, Mama Mloka could not talk
she was so choked up with emotion.
She had buried her face in the bed. I
stood up and reached over and
squeezed her hand. Tears welled up
in my eyes and spilled over.

Each person had a chance to share
what that video meant to them and
what they learned. The tears flowed
as they spoke and echoed the mes-
sage of the video, having faith in
Christ. We hope and pray that this
30 minute slice of heaven visit will
help them manage their difficulties
and be able to exercise their faith in
Christ so they can move forward.

We had other great visits today, but I
would rather not discuss them to-
day. We just want to savor the beauty
and richness we experienced today
with the Mloka family.

Dear Children,

Since you are all receiving the

daily updates from Dad I am

going to just give a little more
detail on a couple of his bullet
points.

Two weeks ago Sunday I received
a text from the Relief Society Pres. of
the Fourth Ward stating she missed
seeing me in R.S on Sunday and she
had announced that there would be
a R.S. activity on the following Satur-
day. She had asked the sisters to
bring some eats and asked if I would
be able to also. Ilet her know that I
would be coming to the activity and
would be happy to bring eats as well.
On Saturday we met at the church

at 2:00 and the meeting began about
2:30 when enough Sisters were there
to begin. I made a veggie tray with
Hummus dip and a few dozen Snick-
er Doodle cookies. The other eats
that the sisters brought were the
usual fare that is served for meals
consisting of baked chicken thighs

and drumsticks, what they call
African salad (which is baked beans
with cut up red and yellow peppers,
onions and Chutney) and yellow rice
with small pieces of cooked carrots
and a few peas. The chicken was the
only warm part of the meal. The
meeting began with a song, prayer
and a spiritual thought. Then we
ate. After the eating and visiting
there was a small talk by the R.S.
president which I did not under-
stand because it was in Xhosa. 1
picked up a few words about fasting
and prayer but I did not specifically
know what or if they had something
that they were fasting for. 1 was
called on to offer a comment so I just
bore testimony that there is power
in prayer and fasting and when we
do this as a group there is great
strength. Then shared my testimony
about the truthfulness of the church.
We then knelt down and a prayer
was offered. Atthe end of the prayer
Sister Booi who offered the prayer in

Xhosa said to the Sisters in English
that they should expect miracles. 1
was still unaware of what they were
praying for exactly and I should have
asked but I was supposed to meet
with the YW presidency to talk about
the Young Women's program and
plan the new beginnings program
which they have not had yet. The
Sisters decided to help clean the
church and asked if we could meet
on Sunday for a few minutes as the
YW president did not come to the RS
meeting. Elder Stevenson and I of-
ten help clean the building but we
were in our missionary clothes and

there were many members at the
chapel to help clean that day so we
left. The next day, Sunday, the RS
lesson was about unity. Again I did
not understand most of what was
said and again was called on to offer
a comment about unity. It would be
easier if  understood the comments
that other sisters had made but I
gave a general thought about caring
for each other and supporting each
other and not gossiping about each
other. After the R.S. meeting the RS
president asked if I would help out
by offering the prayer to end their
fast. So at that time I asked her what

they were praying for specifically
and she told it was about visiting
teaching. I always have a prayer in
my heart that I will understand
enough to contribute something
meaningful and that the spirit will

help we to say what needs to be said.

I had a few minutes to think while a
table was brought into the room and
some trays of muffins, apples, juice
and chips. (Chips seem to be a fa-
vorite as they are served at all func-
tions and children are snacking on
small bags of chips during almost all
meetings) When the food was set up
and the Primary and YW leaders

joined us then we had the prayer to
end the fast and the eating com-
menced. Elder Stevenson and I left
as we had another appointment. 1
had missed the announcement that
they would be breaking their fast to-
gether.

A few weeks ago the first ward Pri-
mary President asked if I would help
her with music as she said she does
not sing. Elder Smith a young Elder
with great music ability had helped
for a week or two but could not help
any longer. Our mission president

has instructed us not to take over
anything and if we are asked to help
with something then it is to train
someone but not to do it. Our mis-
sion President is very big on self re-
liance and wants the people of South
Africa to step up and take care of
themselves and not rely on the gov-
ernment nor the church nor the
missionaries to take care of them.
An example, if no one stands up to
lead the music in Sacrament meeting
then we are to just sit and sing along
and the hope is a member of the
Ward will step up. That actually
does happen most of the time. I
asked the Primary president if there
was someone I could help teach the
music to and she said no, there is no
one. I'went in for two weeks to help
with the music and one week I was
the only other adult in Primary and
she was so happy that I could take
care of the music so she could clean
up the room and get ready for the
next ward to could come in. The
week I had gone missing from Relief
Society in the fourth ward I had gone
into the Primary room to see how
things were going. The primary
president was there with about 20 or
so children and no other adults. She
had taught them all a lesson and was
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trying to keep them all occupied as
no other adults showed up. One
teacher/counselor (I am not sure
which as the words seem to mean
the same to them) had to go to
school (she is 18 and in 12th grade)
(school can be held on Saturday and
Sunday. The teachers had been
striking because they were not get-
ting paid so they had to make up
some time with the students. Hence
school on Saturday and Sunday) Her
other counselor had to work. So I
volunteered to teach the children
the song 'I know that my Heavenly
Father loves me" The one they were
supposed to learn in February. They
do not have a pianist nor a chorister
in either of the Wards so the Primary
president pretty much does every-
thing, but there is an electric key-
board in the Primary room. I was
able to find the cords to turn it on
(they are kept locked in the clerks
office) I was able to play the song for
them so they could get the tune and
then worked on memorizing the
words. We figured out a few actions
that helped them remember the
words and have a little fun as we did
not have any visual aids. They were
fantastic. I had done the same thing
in First ward the week before so I



was kind of prepared. They were
very attentive and love to sing. I
wanted to sing some other songs
with them so I suggested Book of
Mormon stories. I was shocked that
they did not know the song. I was
going to play it on the piano but the
music desk was broken and so I had
to set the book on the keyboard and
try to read the music. It did not
work very well as I could not read
the music and play the keys under
the book so I just did the best I could
to teach them the song with actions.
There is a great need of more active,
committed members to help shoul-
der the load. The other difficulty for
me in helping with primary is that
most of the children do not speak
English. They sing the songs in Eng-
lish but everything else is spoken in
Xhosa. Ido not speak Xhosa. They
have the most beautiful smiles and
are eager to learn. They begin
learning English in school in the
third grade. Elder Smith is trying to
start a beginning piano course. I
hope many will try to learn and I
might need to seek out and encour-
age a few on my own.

Two weeks ago our mission presi-
dent asked us to move to Port Eliza-
beth which is about a 3 hr or so dri-

ve from East London. There are two
mission couples leaving that area in
the next couple of months and since
the Davies are in East London he
asked if we would be willing to
move. We are willing to do what
ever needs doing so we spent 10 days
to 2 weeks visiting members letting
them know about the upcoming
change and encouraging them to
carry on in building the church in
Mdantsane. We wanted them to
know we were sad to be leaving and
that we appreciate all that they do to
serve in the church and their good
examples. Saturday evening we had
a call from the mission president
and he said he had just learned a
new couple is being sent to our mis-
sion so he would like us to stay
where we are and he will assign the
new couple to Port Elizabeth. We
were both happy to be able to stay
but disappointed about not getting
to know another area in the mission.
So we sent a text to the zone leaders,
the Bishops and also to the Fourth
Ward home evening group that we
have been meeting with letting them
know of the change of plans. During
testimony meeting in First Ward El-
der Stevenson bore his testimony
and stated to the Ward that we

would be staying after all and there
was an audible sound of surprise
and happiness that made us feel very
loved. Throughout the day members
told us how happy they were that we
were staying as they have only
known us a small amount of time
and that their prayers had been an-
swered. It is a heavy responsibility
to know that you might be an answer
Lo someones prayers.

There seems to be a lot of work to do
here so it is sometimes hard to de-
termine where to begin. We are
hoping to help train and encourage

the leadership and the members and
in time the church will grow here in
strength and numbers. We have less
missionaries coming to South Africa
because there are visa problems
with the change in government lead-
ership. More and more the members
need to step up and bring their
friends and neighbors and more ful-
ly live and share the gospel and the
church will grow here. Last week
we were asked to speak in both
wards next week when the Bishops
thought we would be leaving. So we
have talks to write.

1. *Phakamile Junior Elementary
Schoo*1 - Mom and I went to the
school this morning to discuss their
needs for additional classrooms.
This is their number 1 problem and
cannot get any funding from the De-
partment of Education. However, the
department will let a school go about
building extra classrooms if they
provide the funding, materials and
labor to put it together.

We explained that we *might* be
able to help them with the funding
part. However, we also want to make
sure there is a reliable, honest con-
tractor (preferably LDS) that will
handle the job. And, a contractor
that will allow the members from
the two wards and the parents of the
school children to help with volun-

teer labor.

First step is for them to have the De-
partment of Works come and tell
them where they can build and how
to build. They would possibly pro-
vide the plans.

We are hoping that funding would
come from fundraisers at schools in
the USA where our grandchildren
attend, money generated from the
families of the local Phakamile
school students, and, matching
funds from corporations. It is a big
order to fill, but we think it is possi-
ble.

2. *Thandikhaya Christian Goje* -
This is the third of the three young
men that are going on missions and
for whom you have provided some
funds to get them part of their initial
clothing, etc. It was good to go shop-
ping with him. He will be an out-
standing missionary. We bought 6

short sleeve shirts, three slacks, one
pair of nice leather sandals (going to
Zimbabwe), three ties, socks, paja-
mas and lunch at KFC. Mom was
there the whole way to make sure
things fit and they were good mer-
chandise.

*Thandikhaya asked that we pass
along his heart-felt thanks for
everyone's generosity. We were able
to put a good dent into his initial
clothing requirements*.

Mom was asked to give a
talk on the Holy Ghost. She did a
marvelous job.

*4. 4th Ward Baptism -* Aphiwe is a
university student and became in-
terested in the church by his cousin
who was just baptized last year. He
is a good young man and we hope
will continue firm in the faith. He
was baptized by one of the fellow-
shippers that routinely goes with the

I was thinking about burying the
Pledge of Allegiance in the middle of
it to see if anyone really reads
and/or edits the minutes!

We had some good visits today. We
met with Ndumiso Radu. He is a
member that has not been back to
church for a very long time. We were
hoping we would catch his wife and
two children, but, she and their boy
went to her church where they are
learning about "how to preach.” We
need the energy of this non-member
wife and her children in the church!
We hope to befriend her and then,
start to see if we can leave messages
and have lessons.

You may remember our "missionary
boys," the five young men that walk

three miles to church on Sunday.
The ones President Lebethoa wrote
letters to. Well, Mom and I have been
picking up small little coins off the
street and parking lots for the last 6
months. The value of a single coin is
almost nothing. People walk by them
all day long. We were accumulating
them in a small container. We deliv-
ered the container to these boys
telling them that saving now and
trying to earn money for a mission is
important. It is never too early to
start saving.

We all guessed how much money

was in the container. I said 16 Rand.
Their mother said 8 Rand. As it turns
out, it was 28 Rand. We just found
out the other day that they have
grown that to 58 Rand.

tor who happens to be a recently-
called bishop in East London. He and
his company were responsible for
the designing and construction of
the new, big league hospital in
Mdansane. Even though he wouldn't
be a contractor on something like
classrooms for the Phacamile Ele-
mentary School, he has extensive
contacts and subcontractors that he
said would help and donate. To give
you an idea of how valuable he
would be if this project were to pro-
ceed, he has an architect that will
draw up the plans for free. He has
other contractors (one of which is
the Stake President in Mdantsane)
that would be very good and honest
to work with. He said he could get
the plans approved by the city in one
week! He is going to meet us at the
school tomorrow to look things over.

The biggest problem is going to be
the price tag. After showing him
some photos, his first impression is
that the existing foundations will not
work. Ripping out old stuff and
pouring new concrete is expensive.
That jacks the cost up significantly. A
better picture of the price will come
once we see some plans. We were
able to find the home of a man from
one of our street contacting efforts.

Please do
not be angry or jealous, but I had
fried GOULASH this evening for din-
ner.

Dear Family,

We received word that a pack-

age has been delivered to the
mission home for us. It is a package
brought over to South Africa by col-
leagues of Mike Johnson who are in
Cape Town for business. Our cost to
get it here on our doorstep from the
mission office, $4.64 (USD). That is
one heck of a great deal!!!

We had an excellent district meeting
this morning. Mom was asked to
share an experience she has had
from our zone conference training
where we were instructed to lift up
our voices "here." She told of a refer-
ral she developed when we were out
trying to find a less active family.
When we discovered the family we
were looking for did not live at that
address, I was ready to leave. I was
half way out the door when Mom
started asking questions. "Do you
know anything about our Church?"

"Do you know where our church is
located?" "Would you like to learn
more about our church?" We jotted
down her contact information and
have given it to our young mission-
aries to follow up.

I was asked to share some thoughts
about General Conference. I loved
when Elder Anderson was quoting
President Nelson about his habit
over the years of "not putting ques-
tion marks behind the statements of
the prophet. He likes to put excla-
mation points."

We met our LDS contractor at the
Phacamile School to examine the
foundations that are there for possi-
ble new classrooms. He felt they
needed to all come out. Later he
said, there is a way to use the exist-
ing foundations and that is to put
down wooden floors. This would be
a major savings. Anyway, we are go-
ing to have plans drawn up free of

charge and then see what the actual
price tag would be. Unfortunately, it
might be out of reach.

We spent time with a less active
member father today who works out
of town (150 miles) and has two chil-
dren here in Mdantsane. He was
back in town this week and was so
concerned about his 13 year old boy
and 11 year old daughter. The moth-
er, who is divorced from the father
and living with a boy friend, told the
boy he could not live with her any
more.

So, Mom and I
will be going with him to visit with
his school principal on Monday
morning. The principal needs to
know that the boy is not making up
some story so he could stay out of
school a few days.

After we finished our bicycle

ride this morning, Mom and I
decided to head north on N2 (main
highway) to a town called Butter-
worth. We had never been there and
it was just a little over an hour to get
there. It was very wet and overcast
all the way there and back. When we
got there, we drove around and did
not feel too excited about getting out
of the car and walking around. So,
we headed back home. Very nice
scenery all along our road trip.

We spent some time on "lesson
preparation’ today. Mom and I will
be going to the Phacamile Elemen-
tary School on Wednesdays each
week to help the children with read-
ing and math. We will spend 2 hours
from 9 AM to 11 AM. I have down-
loaded some addition and subtrac-
tion flash cards to get printed and
laminated. The principal at the

school said they have some reader
books for Mom to use.

We are also preparing some remarks
we have been asked to give in a fire-
side tomorrow after church about
'"Finding the Lost Sheep." I'm going
to take five minutes to address why
we look for the lost sheep and Mom
is going to take five minutes to speak
on how we can do this. I guess you
can call us the youth speakers.

We spoke with a member recently
who travels back and forth between
East London and Mthatha. He said
the taxi cab war is very serious. The
association of licensed taxi cab dri-
vers are upset with the Uber and
private taxi cab drivers that are cut-
ting into their business. Our mem-
ber friend works in the hospital and
said there have been about 10 deaths
as a result of people shooting at the
Uber/Private taxis and both drivers
and passengers are injured and

some killed.

It is simply appalling at how cheap
life can be some times here in South
Africa. There is a level of street jus-
tice that can be meted out and guess
what, there is no appeal court. The
group, mob or thugs become the
law, judge, jury and executioner.

April thoughts

Good morning children. Dad does a
great job of reporting the daily
events so I will just add a couple of
observations from my side.

This past Sunday we were sitting in
Sacrament meeting in the First
Ward. Just as the meeting began 4
children came in and sat in the row
justin front of us. They were proba-
bly between 9 and 11 yrs of age. I
know two of the children are mem-
bers and I think the other two were
friends of theirs. One of the boys
put a lollipop in his mouth and
sucked on it for a few minutes then
he passed it to the child next to him
to enjoy the lollipop for a few min-
utes. All four children enjoyed the
lollipop until it was just the bub-
blegum part then they split that part
as well. A few minutes after the four
children sat down in front of us an-
other boy sat down by us. His moth-
er is a member and he gets to church
about 15 to 20 minutes before his
mother as they walk to church and I
am guessing he runs ahead. He usu-
ally sits by us and I let him draw in
my notebook to keep him occupied

so he does not wander around. One
of the girls with gum took out a
small piece of the gum she was
chewing and shared it with the boy
sitting by us. She was very thought-
ful to share and they do not seem to
worry about sharing germs here.

We also have a gospel art picture
book that I started to bring to
church for him to look at the photos.
I am not sure of his age but he has
not been baptized so I am thinking
maybe he is 7. It takes some teenage
girls about 40 minutes to walk to
church from the same neighborhood
where he stays. They have to cross
the main street of traffic in
Mdantsane to get to the church. 1
am always surprised that mothers
do not seem to be worried about
their children going long distances,
walking on their own. There is an-
other small boy about 5 who walks to
church by himself when his mother
does not feel like coming to church.
They walk at least 30 minutes by
themselves.

Dad mentioned that we walked a
mother to the Spaza shop in her
neighborhood to get a few groceries.
She has two young boys about 2 yrs
old and 5 or 6 yrs old. It was getting



dark when we were leaving to walk
to the shop and these children and
other children were out in the
streets without parents. They just
run from yard to yard or play in the
middle of the street and no one
seems to pay them any attention.
We have visited another less active
family in the neighborhood and
these little children are always in the
streets and the mothers do not seem
to worry about the whereabouts of
the children. It always amazes me
and makes me anxious for the safety
of these children. There seem to be
more men and groups of men on the
streets at night.

When we arrived at the Phakamile
school for our first reading session
one of the administrators asked an-
other teacher if she would accom-
modate 50 more students in her
class so I could use the classroom to
read with the small groups of stu-
dents I was going to read with. That
would be about 100 plus students in
one small classroom. I told her we
could just meet outside as the
weather was nice so they brought
out some chairs and we sat in the
shade. It was nice and the students
stayed pretty attentive to what we

were doing. The wind picked up the
second hour and when the other
children had their break it was a lit-
tle noisy but they mostly still focused
on what we were trying to do. Stu-
dents are called learners here.

The teacher had given me a work-
book to use and the subject I thought
I was to prepare the children had al-
ready completed so we moved on the
the next chapter which was about
weather. These children are in
grade 4. Just as in any classroom
there were a variety of skill levels. It
was great to have Dad there to help
the children navigate in their books.
They begin to learn English in the
schools in the third grade so they are
learning new words. There were a
few learners that did not seem to
understand much of what I said and
others that could answers all of the
questions very quickly. Jackson
Jenkins had a post on instagram of
him snow skiing a little then skiing
across a patch of water then doing a
flip. We started our session by
showing that clip and explaining
what snow is and some nodded their
heads that they knew what snow was
but most held a blank expression.
They enjoyed the clip. We then

looked at a photo of weather in their
workbook that showed lightening.
When we asked if they every heard a
noise after the lightening there was
no response. Very few associated
thunder with lightening. The new
words were sunny, cloudy, rain,
thunderstorm, minimum and maxi-
mum, liquid, thermometer and Cel-
sius. There was not a picture of a
thermometer and the school does
not have a thermometer so it was
hard to explain. We will see if we
can purchase a thermometer and
take to the school next week. There
was a map with names of some cities

in South Africa and in the back of the
book a teacher section were the
teacher was to read some informa-
tion to the students. I had the chil-
dren read the sentences with me
then turn back to the map to find the
cities then I asked a question about
what we read. An example of the
Weather report which we read to-
gether was "Johannesburg, cloudy
with a minimum temperature of 14
degrees and a maximum of 28 de-
grees. " Ithen asked the learners
what the weather was like in Johan-
neshurg? Blank stares. Then I
asked is the weather sunny, cloudy,

rainy? Then they looked back at the
sentence that we read and after
more prompting they were able to
get the answer. Ithen asked what
the minimum temperature was for
Johannesburg again we had to point
out in the sentence what the answer
would be. Ithen asked what the
maximum temperature was and they
started to pick up more what I was
asking. We did the same exercise for
about 5 other cities. Some figured
out the pattern pretty quickly and
others still struggled. In the end I
asked which city had the low-
est/coldest temperature and after

they answered that I asked which
city had the highest/ warmest tem-
perature? We tried to have each of
the students respond even those that
were slower learners and they all
seemed to enjoy being part of the
group. I was so glad to have Dad
helping me because we had to point
out in their books the information
and even though the group was
small most needed help. T also won-
dered if my English instruc-
tions/words were unfamiliar to
them. I am looking forward to our
next visit to the school. The assis-
tant principle took the workbooks

from me and said she does not want
we to use that book in the future as
the children are on different levels
of learning. So when we got home I
started to look online to see if any
reading books were available to
print. I have been looking for read-
ing books at stores that we visit to
see if I can get some for this activity.
Have not been successful yet so I am
probably not looking in the right
stores yet. Our idea is to get some
story books that we can read togeth-
er to practice their reading skills,
build their vocabulary and see if we
can encourage comprehension skills.

I think the teachers do the best that
they can under very difficult circum-
stances. There really is no time for
individual interaction. They do not
have parent volunteers and if they
did there is no place to take learners
for small group interaction. As the
weather gets colder( we are coming
into winter here) or if it is rainy I
am not sure where our groups will
meet. We will have to see if we can
think of a solution before the prob-
lem arises.

One of the photos that Dad posted
was of children at lunch time. The
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school converted one of their class-
rooms into a kitchen but they do not
have tables for the children to eat at.
They pick up their bowl of mealie
meal and I think sour milk and go
outside and find a place to sit and
eat then they return the used bowl
and spoon to the kitchen. Some of
the children bring a lunch from
home. Nothing near a balance diet
but it fills their tummies.

The school administration is very
thankful and want to offer us every
courtesy. We do not want to put
them out or have them worry about
providing anything for us and add to
their already stressful lives and we
do not want to give offense to them
bu denying their thoughtful consid-
eration. I am looking forward to
next week and I am trying to find
some reading books that we can ei-
ther print or purchase that will be
appropriate and when we are fin-
ished we can donate them to the
school. They do not have a library
for the children and the classroom
has very few books for pleasure
reading. Few meaning 3 or 4.

I mentioned mealie meal and sour
milk. Thatis a very common dish.
The mealie meal is cooked cornmeal.



Some times they will put in bits of
chopped spinach or onion. I asked a
women if they purchase the milk as
fresh and then continue to use it as
it sours. She said they they purchase
it already sour. When we buy milk
here it goes bad in just a few days.
Even when I make up powdered milk
it only stays usable for about 3 days.

This is probably too long and I hope
not too boring.

Pretty good
ribs.

Then, took Rollo back to his place
with a pizza for his wife who has the
flu. All in all, about 4+ hours of dri-
ving. I don't mind the driving, but I
don't like a dress tie choking off my
oxygen?

While we were at the Engineering
Department to get an aerial map of
the school, we struck up a conversa-
tion with the receptionist. She is
studying religion. She was very glad
to see that we were missionaries and
trying to help people in the commu-
nity.

Dear Family,

We have had a busy Saturday.

First thing this morning, we
got a lot of cleaning and cooking
done. Mom cut up something that
looks like round steak and put it in
the crock pot to simmer.

We then went to a meeting with the
stake president about the estimate
he and his company put together for
building new classrooms at the
Phakamile school. To say the least, it
was a very detailed and professional
proposal. Everything you can imag-
ine was covered in the estimate, in-
cluding classroom furniture, cabi-
nets, flooring, etc. These would be
first class, beautiful buildings.

He had been to both the municipali-
ty and the Department of Education
regarding the plans and received the
green light from both of them. Ac-
cording to him, the Department of

Education has developed building
standards for school classrooms that
go way beyond block buildings cov-
ered with plaster. The quotation was
centered on brick/masonry class-
rooms.

So, the good news is that the plans to
go ahead are basically approved, but
the bad news is the cost. The bottom
line price tag was staggering - about
$80,000 per classroom! That is a "no
deal."

We were warned by another gentle-
man about using contractors. His
name is Rommel Roberts. He said to
make sure you are seated when they
unveil the total cost of construction.
To make a long story short, Rommel
has been involved involved in hu-
manitarian work in South Africa for
20 years. He has accomplished an
awful lot during that time - every-

thing from developing computer labs

in high schools to constructing

buildings. They last building he did
had a contractor bid for 3.5 million
Rand. He built it for 750 K Rand.

He seems to think that he and the
right people can get our original
block-type building approved and
off the ground for competitively a lot
less money than maybe our original
thinking ($96,000 USD). More details
to come as we will be meeting with
him this coming week.

We had two young ladies baptized
today. Both have been coming to
Young Women's for some time. Now

we need to make sure that the ward
really envelopes them and makes
them feel completely comfortable at
church.

I did two baptismal interviews this
evening for President Lebethoa.
These are baptismal candidates that
have had some serious problems and
needed to have a more in depth in-
terview. I feel one is okay to go. The
other one will need some careful
consideration by the mission presi-
dent. Both are young men and would
be good missionaries some day.

Rom-
mel has visited with a builder and
they have come up with some very

good numbers.

The key to making this happen is to
have the school administration, the
SGB (School Governing Board) and
the town council person (elected po-
sition) present to the Department of
Education their request to move for-
ward with this plan to construct
block buildings. Rommel and our
celebrity contractor (the one that
built the area's hospital) would also
be at this meeting.

This may generate an approval to
move forward. From that point it be-
comes a matter of how much money
can be raised to determine how
many classes can be built.

the Phakamile School this morning.
We are finding that most of them are
able to read well and sound out
words. However, when you ask them
about what they have read, they
seem confused and at a loss of words
to explain. So, we are going to be
working more on understanding in
the future.

We met with the school administra-
tion about the "next steps" in trying
to add classrooms. Their job is o 1)
find the original set of plans that
were approved, and 2) meet with the
town councilperson to gain his/her
endorsement of the plan, and 3)
schedule a meeting with the Depart-
ment of Education to tell them what
they are going to do. They need to
get the department's approval to
proceed with a block-type classroom

construction. Once we have the
green light from the Department of
Education, we will meet with the po-
tential builder that has been recom-
mended to us and see if we can sing
out of the same hymn book.

We met with the Mkwando family
today and finalized things on what
Mom and I can do to help at the fu-
neral. We have ordered 50 loaves of
bread for sandwiches they plan to
feed their family and friends after
the funeral and burial. FYI, because
this was a killing/"accident" only the
men go to the cemetery for the bur-
ial. (Don't know the reasoning be-
hind it all?)

We stopped by the house of a less
active that has done a good job of
turning us away time and time again.
We found one of the daughters (age
50+) just outside their home in the
front yard. The conversation went
pretty good. We have a teaching ap-

pointment scheduled for Sunday
night at 7 PM.

This particular person was baptized
in 1993, a long time ago. When her
father died, very few to none of the
members of the ward came to visit.
This offended the family and they
stopped coming to church. They
have been absent for over 20 years!
We hope and pray we might be able
to rectify that truancy starting with
our first meeting.

Maybe the important lesson here is
that we attend our church meetings
and do our part in the Church be-
cause of our testimonies and witness
by the Spirit. The Church is full of
imperfect people. We cannot afford
to always be looking for ways to be
offended because those ways will al-
ways surface from time to time. Why
live below our privileges because of
the words or actions of others?
There is a veritable spiritual feast
every Sunday for us to enjoy. We
need to keep our eyes focused on
that and take seriously the covenants
we have made with the Lord..

(ABT). We discussed cement fiber-
board panels as an inexpensive way
to build classrooms. Then, we went
out to a school where they had actu-
ally built some classrooms for us to
see. Long story made short - less ex-
pensive, but maybe twice as much as
the block way we are thinking of go-
ing. Plus, I didn't like the looks of
them. They look cheap.

Mom and I are helping with some
things for a funeral tomorrow. We
ordered 50 loaves of bread. I went to
pick them up this afternoon and the
good news was that they were baked
and bagged, ready for pick-up. The
bad news, none of the loaves were
sliced! So, we had to cancel 2 ap-
pointments we had for this after-
noon while a bakery worker and I

ran each loaf of bread through the
slicing machine. (FYI, we unbagged
them first.)

*Lesson learned*: I need to make
sure I give better instructions when I
order things. Even though I said the
loaves were for sandwiches, I did not
instruct them to slice them.

I absolutely loved re-reading the
conference talk by President Oaks
(October 2017) about the "Family, a
Proclamation to the World." I think
he lays out the case that the Procla-
mation is as close as we are going to
see in this day and age as "the re-
vealed word of the Lord through His
chosen servants."

Dear Family,

Preparation Day. Unfortu-

nately, I pulled weeds a good
chunk of the day. Even though I have
been in farming in Huntsville for al-
most two decades, I dislike pulling
weeds. You see, my father was a
farmer and he felt that imposing his
opinions regarding weed-pulling
upon his children was an appropri-
ate act of parenthood. In reality, it
was cruel and unusual punishment!

I love my father, but his overbearing,
disciplinary approach to yard work
was borderline unrighteous domin-
ion. May I describe some of his inhu-
mane practices? First, the audacity
to literally divide up the front yard
with string to designate work areas
for each of his boys. (All this did was
create an atmosphere of dishonesty
as Thom and I would move the
boundaries to enlarge Uncle Greg's
territory.) And, how mean is it to de-

prive your sons from going to a
friend's house because their work
was not done? Oh yeah, then, there
were the times you felt depressed
and singled-out because you didn't
finish the job. You were a quitter. No
wonder everyone hated me. No won-
der I had no friends.

In those days there was no social
services to prevent "work abuse."
Dad expected the work to be done
and no excuses. There was no use in
complaining to other adults because
they would always side with the par-
ent. Life was tough, very tough!

Great success today in visiting the
Department of Public Works. The
architect I met with looked at me
like I was crazy. The reception start-
ed out a little cold. He said building
plans would be at least one month
off. He went on to ask how building
classrooms could happen if there are
no public funding? When I explained

that money was being raised pri-
vately, the whole temperature of the
conversation changed.

Before I left, he had working plans
for both a three room set of class-
rooms and plans for a two room set
of classrooms. He said he would get
the okay from his supervisor and
have the plans for me tomorrow!
Bishop Beech (hospital contractor)
will take them to the municipality
for approval this week. Then, the big
meeting with the Department of Ed-
ucation for their "agreement to com-
plete the construction of the class-

rooms that never got started years
ago." (This approach assumes no
new approval, just the okay to re-
sume construction.)

We want the meeting with the De-
partment of Education to have in at-
tendance, the school administration,
the school governing board, the con-
tractor from the local hospital, the
town councilman, and Rommel
Roberts (veteran humanitarian guy).
We hope that will be enough fire
power to get the green light.

School Project
Update

*Project Status (as of 21 May 2018):*

We frequently are asked how the
classroom project is going for the
Phakamile (pah-kah-me-lay) Ele-
mentary School. Here is a quick up-
date:

- We have identified a builder that
can construct the classrooms for a
very good price. We haven't com-
pleted any final pricing with him,
but we think we can build each

classroom for approximately $15,000
(USD). - We have met with the ar-
chitect from the Department of Pub-
lic Works and have secured work-
ing drawings for classrooms. These
are standard classrooms and will
fit on the existing foundations at the
school. Bishop Beech, who has
been the lead contractor on the main
hospital here in Mdantsane, will
take the plans to the municipality for
approval this week. - Once the
plans are approved by the city, the
school administration, along with
other community leaders, will meet
with the Department of Education
to get their agreement to proceed
with construction. - With a green
light from the DOE, we will meet
with the builder to develop a de-
tailed schedule and timetable for
materials and work to be complet-
ed. - We want a ground-breaking
ceremony no later than June 18th
and start of construction by June
22nd.

*Local participation:*

The families of the Phakamile School
students are involved in raising
funds on their own. Each family is
responsible for contributing 40
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Rand per student in their home. This
is about $3.20 (USD). That may not
sound like a lot of money, but to
them it is. It will take them about 2 -
3 months to set aside that amount of
money.

*Fund-raising:*

We have told the school we can com-
mit to at least one classroom at this
point. Any additional classrooms de-
pend on how well fund-raising will
go. We would love to do five class-
rooms, but *we need your support*.
Please consider your budgets and
see if you can squeeze some discre-
tionary cash for a very worthwhile,
humanitarian project.

The total bid is
for $63,000 USD. However, the bid
wasn't itemized. So, does it include
electrical? Does it include paint? I
am sure the Church will want a
more detailed bid.

I said, "Church," because there is an
outside chance the Church will get
involved with this project through
the Humanitarian Services Depart-
ment. The director will fly in from

Johannesburg the first week of July
to talk business. The Church likes to
partner with organizations (i.e., the
Stevenson Family) and the families
of the school students in projects for
the community. More details to fol-
low.

In
saying that I also want to say that
our time here has been incredible.

Tam so thankful that we
have this time to serve together.

We missed our district meeting to-
day as Dad is out with Phillip and I
did not have a ride home after the
meeting so I just stayed home.

He
knows Josh James' family. He was
the captain of the football team at
his high school. Anyway we associ-
ate with Elders who are putting in
their time here and counting the
days for their release and others
who do not think about home very
much but are totally focused on the
work and sharing the gospel. Elder
Paskett and his companion Elder
Dennis are teaching a blind man
who is preparing for a 9o k run. He
runs with someone, and they tether
their wrists together and the sighted
runner has to stay behind the non
sighted runner. What a challenge in
more ways than one. Elder Paskett
shared his testimony at the last zone
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conference as he goes home at the
next transfer and it was wonderful.
He bore testimony of the work and
how he loves the people. He was
emotional about leaving and that is
the first time I have seen an Elder
bear testimony and be emotional
about leaving since I have been here.
I guess I should add, that I remem-
ber.

At the last fast and testimony meet-
ing the first week of June a young

I was pleasantly surprised to learn
that this "Mormon " hymn is sung
throughout the world and they most
likely do not know it's origins.

Yesterday we had a great visit with
Nandiphi Xamane. She had some
wonderful things to say and shared
some scriptures and how they are
affecting her life. She is wonderful
and has a great vision of where she
wants to be. She is preparing to go
to the temple and is trying to divorce
her abusive husband. He has left her
and is "hiding" which means he is
avoiding the divorce. She is forgiv-
ing of the abuses and has forgiven
the neighbor who was helping her
husband beat her and is actually
helping the neighbor do some things
as the neighbor's mother just passed
away. She said she has to forgive or
she cannot move forward. I wish
more people had her attitude and
there would be less less active mem-
bers here.

This is a very long letter. I will try to
make notes of somethings I can
share at a later date. Have a won-
derful summer celebrating our na-

tions birth and the pioneers entry
into valley in the mountains. I love
you all.

We heard on the news that a Johan-
nesburg taxi loaded with fifteen peo-
ple, returning from a funeral of a
fellow taxi driver, was ambushed
and shot up with over 250 bullets. 12
people died. Pretty sad situation. We
need to make sure the taxis our mis-
sionaries are riding in are not part of
taxi cab association wars.

Yesterday (Tues.) we arrived in
Mthatha early. We decided to go to
the Nelson Mandela Museum near
his home town, Qunu. It was about
20 Km south of us. We found it easy
enough, but it was closed until April

of next year. However, there is a
larger, maybe better, museum in
downtown Mthatha.

The museum was free and very in-
teresting and educational. It is hard
to believe that the Apartheid Gov-
ernment was so cruel, arrogant and
iron-fisted. It is amazing to us that
Mandela, from a village in the mid-
dle of no where in South Africa,
could rise up and one day be the
George Washington of the country.
Throughout the museum you could
read quotes from him and they were
inspiring. Of course, when you are
imprisoned for 27 years, you have a
lot of time to think.

Our well-planned day turned out a
little different.

I could hardly believe my ears as
we have been harping on this topic
for the last three weeks. The mission
president even jumped on this prob-

lem on Friday.

I told them they just had to wait until
after our meeting and after I took
our ZL's down to the airport, so
about 2 PM. This is the same time I
was suppose to meet our bishop to
do some visiting. Fortunately, I was
able to speak with him on the phone
to let him know I was going to be
late.

Mom stayed home and I took the
ZL's to the airport. Ten minutes
away from the airport we realize I
did not bring their passports so they

could check in. Panic! We had to
turn around and head back to our
house. I called Mavis and she re-
trieved the passports from our safe.
She jumped on a bike and rode down
to the freeway to meet us with the 6
passports. This saved us about 15
minutes of driving time.

We raced back to the airport. Thank-
fully, everyone was able to get on the
flight with 15 minutes to spare.
Thank goodness for Mavis and a
good tail wind as she peddled down
the main road in Gonubie to meet
us.

After the airport I was off to a mis-
sionary boarding to help them out
with a flat tire and a bad spare.
When I arrived, it is discovered that
their key is not working to open the
car or trunk. We finally got the key
to open one of the doors and set off
the alarm. We got that to stop and
then, we were able to get into the
trunk. We pulled the spare out and
took it to the tire shop. We needed to
get a new tire because of a puncture
in the sidewall.

We had to go to three different lock-
smiths before we found the right
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battery for the automated key to the
car. Arriving at the missionaries' flat,
we took off the flat tire and went to
put on the new tire.
