When the House of Providence
Orphanage closed, her bishop asked
her, along with six other women from
her orphanage in Cadagono, to found
the Missionary Sisters of the Sacred
Heart to care for the poor children in
both schools and hospitals. Frances
composed the Rule and Constitution
for the religious institute.

On March 31, 1889, Frances arrived in
New York City along with six other
sisters ready to begin her new
journey. However, right from the
beginning she encountered many
disappointments and hardships. 

Despite all the struggles, Frances
persisted and received permission to
found an orphanage in what is now
West Park, New York and now known
as Saint Cabrini Home.

“A single act of humility
is worth more than the
proud exhibition of any
virtue.”

Filled with a deep trust in God and
endowed with a wonderful
administrative ability, Frances
founded 67 institutions, including
orphanages, schools, and hospitals,
within 35 years dedicated to caring
for the poor, uneducated, sick,
abandoned, and especially for the
Italian immigrants. Her institutions
were spread out in places all over
the United States, including New
York, Colorado, and Illinois.

St. Frances Xavier Cabrini was born
as Maria Francesca Cabrini on July 15,
1850 in Sant' Angelo Lodigiano,
Lombardy, Italy. 

Frances became dedicated to living a
life for religious work from a young
age and received a convent
education at a school ran by the
Daughters of the Sacred Heart. She
graduated with high honors and a
teaching certificate.

When Frances was 18, she applied for
admission to the religious
congregation of the Daughters of the
Sacred Heart, but was turned down
because of her poor health. Instead,
a priest asked her to teach at the
House of Providence Orphanage in
Cadagono, Italy which she did for 6
years.

Soon after, in 1877, she became
Mother Cabrini after she finally
made her vows and took the
religious habit.
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On Monday at 6 PM for St. Martin de
Tours and Wednesday at 6 PM for St.
Frances Xavier Cabrini.
