o FTTL 2005 Spring Semester (2/17) 

▪ The spring semester of the FTTL will begin on February 17. 9 new trainees are expected to enter this 
semester, 3 of whom are from UK and Europe. The total number of trainees will be 48. Please pray: 
▪ That many more European young people will hear the Lord’s speaking and call to be 

burdened to come to the training full time, and that the Lord will release them from any 
preoccupation to offer themselves willingly in the day of His warfare. 

▪ That the Lord will continue to raise up many shepherds who can provide the shepherding 
needed to care for the European young people, university students, and young adults.  

▪ That the Lord will bless the beginning of the construction of the new FTTL training facilities 
o Purchase of a house in Madrid 

▪ In order to complete the purchase of this house, the following amount is still needed to fulfill the 
contract: 423,000 Euros by March 6, 2025, to close. 

o FTTA and FTTL Gospel Trips 
▪ Gospel trips involving trainees from FTTA and other FTTs visiting 18 countries in Europe ended on 9 

February. 
o Update on the Lord’s move in French-speaking Europe  

▪ Saints will be burdened to serve in French-speaking Europe for one to three months to meet the 
urgent need for continued shepherding of the new ones the Lord has put into our hand. 

▪ That by summer 2025 there will be a team of 20 full-time serving ones in Paris to take care of the 
Lord’s needs throughout France and French-speaking Europe. 

▪ That the Lord will raise up new lampstands in Rouen, Lille, Versailles, Mertzig (Luxembourg), Geneva 
(Switzerland), Marseilles, Toulouse, Caen, Nante, and Montpellier. 

o Migration to nine European cities 
▪ Pray for the migration of burdened saints to nine European cities — Paris, Geneva, Brussels, Belfast, 

Dublin, Vienna, Prague, Rome, and Athens. 
o Translation of the New Testament Recovery Version into Czech and Slovak
