5.  Grounds and Maintenance Committee

Rich spoke with Sacco Lawn Care, LLC to thank them for removing the weeds and trees from the swale. 
Our current snow removal provider is Alfaro. Mike Murray will talk with a new person, Greg, to ask about snow blowing instead of plowing. 
6.  Architectural Committee- Deed restrictions
The Maintenance Association was informed that 51 Airdrie appeared to have an addition being built. A letter was mailed 8/18/20, asking for the homeowner to fill out our architectural committee request. Cookie reported not long after the request, a form was submitted. We would like to thank 51 Airdrie for helping with our community guidelines and our deed restrictions.
Around August 1st, the Maintenance Association was informed 37 Airdrie has an above ground pool in their backyard. A letter was mailed out on 8/18/20 to 37 Airdrie. They were notified that the above ground pool is in violation of the deed restrictions. They were asked to remove it and to please try and abide to our community deed restrictions. There is nothing to report yet on the outcome. 
Two Airdrie has an RV in driveway. An email was sent to the homeowner on 10/9, asking about how long it is expected to be there. Homeowner informed us that it is being moved out on Thursday 10/15/20. 
There is a boat in the driveway at 23 Pegasus Place. Around September 1st, I informed the homeowner a complaint was filed with the Maintenance Association about his boat being in his driveway. The homeowner said it is being moved permanently to storage on Wednesday 10/14/20.
The Maintenance Association was notified around July 6th that 110 Pegasus Court has a boat stored in their back yard. A verbal message was given to the homeowner regarding the complaint on July 6th. A formal letter is being drafted to be mailed to the residence on 10/13/20. It states that boats stored on one’s property is in violation of our deed restrictions and is in violation of the New Castle County code. 
7.   Old/New Business
Clairborne Maintenance Association would like to thank, the Watts at 37 Pegasus and the Wades at 39 Pegasus Place. They were instrumental in getting the trees removed along Lexington Parkway that were damaged from the tornado. They made the calls to DelDOT to have them removed. 

The community space along Lexington belongs to Clairborne, so there would be liability issues installing play or sports structures.  It may be possible to install walking paths.
Senator Hansen or the replacement for Representative Jaques will be emailed about using their discretionary funds for speed bumps in the neighborhood.
It has been noted by a neighbor in attendance that there is a trailer at 18 Airdrie hiding behind some bushes. Also some residents have trash cans that can be seen from the road. Failure to comply with deed restrictions affects the appraisals of houses within the neighborhood. This limits the maximum selling price for those on the market, a serious concern.
Oddly, Airdrie Drive is being resurfaced in patches.
