They enter these organized cliques, circles, and rings first through intrigue, and over time they 
become more skilled. They gain notoriety and may acquire more lucrative positions. They are 
movers of unnatural energy, a dark movement that thrives in the shadows and in secrecy, and 
they revel in it for the thrill of it. They harm women, children, and anyone else they choose to 
harm. They will even go after entire families. They are sadistic and malevolent, thriving on the 
desire to harm others. It makes them feel good when others feel bad. They become jealous 
and vengeful, so they sabotage and learn to hunt.

They learn how to adapt to their victim’s lifestyle; they may mirror or even steal identities. This 
is subversion. Love is their tool of trade, as it is easy to manipulate a vulnerable person and 
gain intel. They may keep a notebook, take notes, and may even pretend it is poetry. They are 
charting their war path. Their war path is you.

It operates much like a political network or party, 
with hierarchies, funding streams, and alliances that cross borders and institutions.

“political” movement. They seek dominance and control over vulnerable lives: individuals, 
their societies, their towns, their cities, and their countries.
