■    Walworth County will be upgrading the software to the Emergency Alert sirens around the county. 
       We will be responsible for paying the County $250.00 a year moving forward. 
■    All of the department’s radios, (with the exception of the new squad) have been programmed and 

       installed. So, in short, we are now on the County’s new digital radio system.  
■   As of today’s date, the Dept. had recorded 439 Calls of Service from May 7th to June 4th, 2025.   
     The total number of Calls for Service for 2025: 2,718  
■   Staffing: Part- time Officer Schoeller is on track to work solo next week. We are finishing our final 

      background checks on potential full-time officer Peter Widitz. 
■   All 3 Flock Cameras have been installed and are live. (Intersection of Hwy 67 and Martin, Stateline-
     Martin & Hwy67 near the Rock County line. 
■   The Sharon PD will be teaming up with Myrt’s Ice Cream Shoppe once again this summer in promoting 

     kids wearing their protective helmets while on their bicycles. If an officer sees a child wearing a helmet, 

     they will receive a voucher for a free scoop of ice cream at Myrt’s.
