Every virtue is therefore Freedom exercised in a specific domain of human life. Remove Freedom from any virtue and the result is not a lesser version but the categorical opposite — the Inversion Theorem.
This resolves the classical unity-of-the-virtues problem: all 101 virtues are unified because they are all composed of the same substance. Their unity is ontological, not functional.
