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The Inversion Theorem: Virtues deprived of Freedom do not diminish — they invert. Every virtue is Freedom applied to a specific domain of human life (V = Freedom + Domain D). Remove the elemental substrate and the virtue does not become weaker: it becomes its precise opposite — a counterfeit that preserves the external form while inverting the moral substance. The column "Without Freedom, becomes…" names the specific inversion for each of the 101 Universal Human Virtues.
