DESCRIPTION

The Junior Rifle Club provides NRA marksmanship training (four-position smallbore), ‘.22LR(200YD(4POS’ Match, CMP Garand Match, and other (‘PUMPKIN’, ‘Any Rifle’, ‘Quigley Bucket’, and ‘TINY TARGET’) events for local youths.  We require conformance to all appropriate safety rules/standards and stress good sportsmanship.
HISTORY


The Junior Rifle Club hosted by Brandywine Hundred Rod & Gun Club is the current iteration of the ‘DuPont Junior Shooters’ hosted by the DuPont Fish & Game Association at DuPont’s Louviers complex (until its sale to MBNA circa 1990).  That group was operated by Foster Rennie and George Alves for decades from the late 50s, continuing at DSPC after 1990, until their deaths 
FISCAL


The Junior Rifle Club is not financially supported by DSPC a/o BHR&GC.  Ammunition used at DSPC is purchased by the shooters with coupons/tickets (currently $40/400rds .22LR).  Rifles (and equipment, et al) are owned by the JRC, a/o are provided for events by ‘club’ or ‘non-club’ volunteers.  Other consumables are provided by JRC, a/o other volunteers/donors 

All ‘event fees’ for events at BHR&GC go to BHR&GC. All ‘ammo fees’ BHR&GC go to the JRC to replace ammo consumed at/by marksmanship programs or other events.  

POSTED and SCHEDULED ACTIVITIES  /  EVENTS  per BOARDS of DIRECTORS

Marksmanship days are scheduled at BHR&GC Saturdays 9 am, weather permitting) may use portions of different ranges, but do not exclude/‘lock out’ BHR&GC members shooting (unless an event is approved/scheduled by the BHR&GC Board of Directors, and is ‘posted’).

The annual BHR&GC ‘open-to-the-public’ PUMPKIN SHOOT is held   in NOV’ (center range, 0800 – 1600) as an ‘intro’ to shooting.  The semi-annual BHR&GC CMP GARAND MATCH (with ‘Any Rifle’, ‘Quigley Bucket’, and ‘TINY TARGET’) is held (200YD range, 0800 – 1800) in late MAY and in OCT with the also semi-annual BHR&GC .22LR(200YD(4POS RIFLE MATCH (with ‘Any Rifle’, ‘Quigley Bucket’, and ‘TINY TARGET’) being held (200YD range, 0800 – 1800) on the adjacent date, same weekend.  The semi-annual ‘Practice Day’ is on a SAT (1330 – 1700), one week prior.

Prerequisites for CMP/DCMday ‘Garand Match’: All ‘minors’ participating must prequalify with (a) a Springfield M1922 .22LR rifle (‘safety’, ‘position’, ‘accuracy’), (b) an ’03-A3 Springfield [.30-06] (‘recoil’), and (c) an M1 Garand [.30-06] (firing ‘offhand’ at 50YDS, 100YDS, then 200YDS; and ‘loading proficiency’).
