The structure was the third
in a series that make up a rehabilitation complex although and was originally constructed in the
1950s. Although not listed on the list of historic structures it is listed as a contributing structure
and MNArchitects worked closely with the City’s Historic Preservation Department to insure the
renovations and additions were sensitive to the design of the original residence. The client was
strongly considering adding a fourth structure to the “campus” to serve as a media / activity center
however based on meetings with the City and costs it was deemed much more practical to create
a large,yet discreet addition to the existing residence. Partially enclosing the original carport and
laundry , breezeway area allowed for the creation of a new master suite. The remaining area of
the existing structure was completely renovated including the creation of a new kitchen and bath.
