e Strong knowledge of terrain park safety, etiquette, and progressive teaching techniques
e Ability to ski confidently and safely on all terrain, including freestyle features

e Must pass background check and meet SafeSport requirements

e Commitment to working weekends throughout the season

Preferred Qualifications

e Level 100 US Ski & Snowboard Freestyle Certification (or willingness to obtain — training
support available)

e First Aid/CPR Certification

e Trampoline coaching or air-awareness training background

Key Responsibilities

e Coach ski athletes in freestyle skills including jumps, rails, mountain safety, and park
etiquette

e Create safe, engaging, and progressive training environments

e Lead goal-setting with athletes and provide regular feedback
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e Maintain clear communication with athletes, parents, and team leadership

e Participate in setup and maintenance of training venues, including fencing, signage,
closures, and park safety equipment

e Attend regular coach meetings and work collaboratively with the coaching team

e Model and reinforce FSST’s core values of safety, fun, growth, and community

Physical Requirements

e Ability to spend full days on snow in varying winter conditions
e Must be able to lift and move up to 50 Ibs (equipment, fencing, etc.)

e Comfortable hiking in terrain park areas and assisting with course setup as needed

Expectations
e Be punctual, reliable, and maintain a professional appearance

e Prioritize safety at all times for athletes and fellow staff
e Demonstrate positive leadership and act as a role model for young athletes
e Communicate proactively and handle conflict professionally, escalating when needed

e Understand that FSST’s primary goal is to develop youth both on and off the snow—fun
and personal growth are key priorities
