The First Electric Model Train

Several years ago we ran an article in the Oil &lasut Cincinnati’'s Carlisle and Finch Co. who proetil
the first commercial electric model train in 183$ays before Lionel came on the market. Their firetlel
was a 2 inch gauge 4 wheel trolley car. A yeamar tater they came out with their first model ofteam
locomotive, a 2 inch gauge 0-4-0. By 1900 theialag listed dozens of trains, cars, track, and ssumres.
Included in that catalog was the original 0-4-0 ahahg with it's tender was one of the most expens
items listed at the exorbitant price of $6.50. denetly ran across one for sale on the internet. dgkéng
price (in good condition) was $2600.00.

Incidentally, if you think of yourself as roughingby not having DCC, consider what you had to do|i
1900 to run your electric train. Since very few &es had electricity in those days, Carlisle ancthin
offered a hand powered dynamo for $6.50. You hodkedwires to the track and the faster you cranked,
the faster the train went. If you were lazy, for3f¥you could buy a water-powered dynamo that hoaige
to a water faucet. You could vary the speed by mgeand closing the faucet. A more expensive method
involved making a couple of wetells which you could buy or make yourself. Rickople who had
electricity had to reduce the voltage to thaturegfl by the models so Carlisle and Finch includec
drawing for free showing how to do it by using twason jars filled with a 10% solution of sulphuaizd

with 4 strips of lead wired in series with a 20 di@power (watt?) incandescent bulb. (to run twingat

the same time you switched to a 40 candlepower)dulinakes no mention of how to vary the voltage
control the speed.
