Our January meeting was held at the Good Shepherd Lutheran Church in Kenwood and featured a 
clinic by our own Peter Weiglin on Pennsylvania Railroad diesel locomotives. If you did not see a 
picture of your favorite diesel somewhere in that clinic you weren’t paying attention because the PRR 
had at least a few of almost every one ever built! (except, improbably, GP-40s) And now you know 
which ones actually were in Brunswick green versus Tuscan red.
