Did you know? The 1860 census shows at the beginning of the Civil War there were 30,794 miles of rail
lines in the United States with approximately 9000 of those in the South. At that time there were at least 11
different gauges in use which presented a huge problem when it came to shipping material for any distance.
As an example, it took 8 changes of cars just to travel from Charleston, South Carolina to Philadelphia, PA
The most common gauge in use at that time was 4-foot-8 1/2-inches mostly in the North while 5-foot gauge
was the most common in the South.

More Civil War Railroad Trivia

Sometime back we pointed out the advantage a better rail system gave the North over the South in supplying
troops in the field. One of the main reasons for this advantage was when in early 1862, Lincoln, who had
always been pro-railroad, called for the formation of the “United States Military Railroads” agency. Shortly
after that, Secretary of War Stanton recruited a civil engineer named Herman Haupt, a railroad man from
Pennsylvania, and gave him the responsibility for the war torn railroads in Northern Virginia. At Haupt’s
request, he was given unprecedented authority over the military. It proved to be a smart move, as Haupt soon
became one of the Union’s best assets. As an example: when the Confederates retreated they had totally
destroyed the rail yards at Aquia Creek on the Potomac, 13 miles of track and three bridges, one of which
was 400 feet long and 80 feet high over Potomac Creek. In May of 1862, Haupt formed a construction crew
of inexperienced soldiers and with horses for power, green lumber, and some Yankee ingenuity, designed
and built a new Potomac Creek bridge in 9 days, rebuilt the 13 miles of track, the other two bridges and had
trains running on schedule 21 days after he started. He was quickly given a commission in the army and soon
after promoted to General. He is also credited with the first car ferry and inventing prefab bridge trusses. In
great part because of this one man, despite the Confederates best efforts to destroy Union rail lines, the
Union troops in the Northern Virginia Campaigns were usually well supplied with just about everything they
while the Confederate troops mostly went without.

Clayton tells me the shop does have a nice selection of items and is
very interested in expanding its train department. Clayton thanks for your efforts for the division! While on
the subject, Southpark Hobbies, in Middletown, and, the Tool Man also donated prizes. We REALLY need to
support our local vendors as they support the division and its activities. Another friend of Division 7 is Dan
Miller Auctions. Dan has contributed raffle prizes and always sets up at both our shows. Dan is currently
helping dispose of the stock from Ed Rossbach’s Golf Manor Hobbies. Dan’s auctions are a very nice source
of model trains [all scales] and other hobby oriented items, plus they are fun! The next few auctions will have
much of Golf Manor’s stock of NWSL, Details West, Detail Associates, Cal-Scale, Grant Line, and Kemtron
detail parts. Mike Brestel still has a great selection of the Don Hess’ train collection. Dixie Union Station is
starting to stock both HO and N scale items, and, of course Tim continues to provide a wide range of model
railroad supplies at Johnny’s in Latonia. We are fortunate to still have some hobby dealers, who promote our
hobby; let’s support them so we don’t lose them.

New Products

BLI’s centipedes haven’t arrived yet; they are still expected in late January or early February. I am looking
forward to doing a review on one. The centipede was not common in this area as only the Pennsylvania had
them [the others went to Seaboard and the N de M]. The Pennsy ran tandem sets, which must have been an
awe-inspiring sight. I mentioned that Athearn has ended production of its well-respected “blue box™ kits and
its MDC kits; they have replaced these items with RTR, assembled in China models. Athearn items will
represent transitional and modern items, while the old MDC line will specialize in turn-of-the-century items.
Basically this move leaves Accurail is the primary supplier of easy-to-assemble kits. I worry about new
modelers entering the hobby, as Athearn, MDC, and Varney were my introduction in to this wonderful
hobby.
