Inexpensive hookup wire (?): I have long used 24-gauge telephone/
computer wire for low-power wiring (e.g., signals, track feeders, structure
lights). I recently looked for wire on Ebay, and found 1000 feet of 4-pair
24-gauge Cat5 cable for about $42 (about $.005 per foot of single wire).
Upon closer review, this wire was copper-clad aluminum wire (“CCA”),
not solid copper (which sells for about $.030 per foot). The CCA wire
may be good electrically, but not good for soldering, so I will stick to the

solid copper version!

These cars are N&W class HC-46 and are from an original batch of fifty built in 1966 by ACF and
were painted in the Round Herald paint scheme.

Sometime subsequent to that some cars went through a general maintenance program where they
were repainted in the block N&W livery. Photos were found showing that at least three of these
cars (road numbers 170753, 170768 and 170794) were reweighed at some later date because that
area is “patched out” on the car with the new data displayed. Those same photos place these three

cars as being in service in 1992 and 2004! It is these three, highly unique, road numbers that Cin-
cinnati Division 7 is now offering for sale.
