If you have not already done so, please read the
proposed amendment to Division 7’s constitution thaappears
on page 5 of this edition. At the “suggestion” ofhe IRS, the
board has agreed to change the division’s fiscal geto match
the calendar year. Doing so meant the officer’s tms would
not begin until three months after the fiscal yeatad started.
To get everything back in synch requires an amendnme to the
constitution changing the officers terms to begimt the start of
the fiscal year. Amendments to the constitution ta& a
favorable vote of a two-thirds majority of mail ballots received
from the members. Rather than make and pay for twag
separate mailings, the amendment will be included ro the

Notice for Proposal of Amendment:

For many years, Cincinnati Division 7 had a fisgahr that began on March 1 and ended on Februarfp229). Recently, at tl
suggestion of the IRS and others, the Divisiondksttito change its fiscal year to match the caleyear.

That change has been accomplished, but has intedduoew problem: Our Constitution and Byws were written so that the terms of
officers would begin in synch with the old fiscaar. That means that the new officers’ terms ddaglgin three months after the en
the fiscal year.

This may or may not be a problem, but the feelingplag the officers and the members of the Board icédiors was that it would be
really good idea if the officers responsible foveleping a yedy budget would serve concurrent with that. And Beard also felt that
would be a good idea if the wording of our Consitta and Bylaws would be flexible enough to accommodate amyréuchanges in o
fiscal year without a hassle.

Amendments to the By-laws are fairly simple to anpbsh, so the Board decided at its September mgéti amend the Biaws to ke'
our election procedures and deadlines to the begjrof the fiscal year, rather than to hard-and-fizdes.

But we also need to amemair Constitution to allow the change in the dataes afficers serve, and the procedure for amendiu
Constitution is more complicated.

Here’s what the Constitution says we have to doatss an amendment:

Article VIII — Procedures — Sec & proposal to amend the Constitution may be itgtisby a two-thirds majority vote of the Board of
Directors, or by petition to the Secretary not I¢isan sixty (60) days before a regular meeting stjby twenty (20) members. At
publication of the proposal ithe Oil-Can, a membership meeting motion requidgntyvo-thirds majority vote for approval may be
made instructing the Secretary to prepare a malildbdor resolution of the issue. A two-thirds mityp of the mail ballots received is

required for approval
So at its September meeting, the Board of Direatoted without opposition to initiate the followirsgnendment to our Constitution:
Article 1ll — Management — CURRENT VERSION with changes

Sec 1The elected officers of the Division shall be Baperintendent, Assistant Superintendent, Secreaai Treasurer. Their
term of of?ce shall start at the end of the-reghMarch-meetindirst regular meeting of an even-numbered fiscalryie-every

even-yeamland shall continue until the end of the-seconlbiahg-March-meetindirst regular meeting of the next even-numbered
fiscal year, oruntil a successor is duly elected.

Here is how it looks with the old wording taken :out
Article 1ll - Management — PROPOSED NEW VERSION

Sec 1The elected officers of the Division shall be Bwaperintendent, Assistant Superintendent, Secreaa Treasurer. Their
term of of?ce shall start at the end of the fiegfular meeting of an even-numbered fiscal yearsdwadl continue until the end of
the first regular meeting of the next even-numbdiszhl year, or until a successor is duly elected.

This is the required notice to the membership of@psed amendment to the Constitution that the malg@gire must be published in
Oil Can.

At the October general membership meeting, someathemove that the Secretary be instructed to prepa mdi ballot asking for
member decision on this change. That motion mustppeoved by a two-thirds majority of the membeargood standing who vote.

The entire Cincinnati Division 7 membership wilethhave a chance to decide whether this changddsheunade. The mail ballot w
appear on the same ballot, as do the names faedffor the next term. If the members say yesécamendment, then our newly ele
team of officers will take office at the end of the@nuary Division meeting, ratheathat the end of the March meeting as happendtt
past.

You may think that all this is a lot of work fordua small change and you’d be rigitis supposed to be difficult. The system is dasi
to make it impossible for anyone to make changethé way the Division does business without thenbrership knowing about it a
having a chance to approve or disapprove. Fortlynadtg combining this ballot with the officer balleve can make this change wit
minimum of expense.

So be sure to loafor your ballot in the November issue of the OilnCand be sure to exercise your right as a menobleae a say in hc

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October 2011 Car Projects Report

Our new Division 7 car project, Virginian & Ohio 50’ plug-door box cars, in V&O blue, with “The Ridge
Runner” slogan in white lettering, are now available. The cars are offered in four numbers, priced at
$17 for singles, and $64 for a four-car set, plus Ohio sales tax. Cars will be offered for sale at our
annual Cincinnati Train Show on October 29th-30th, as well as the Dayton Train Show on November
5th, and at our Division 7 meeting on November 13th. | will be with Allen McClelland at the Dayton
Train Show on Saturday only. We have sold 119 V&O boxcars during the first two months, mostly
through mail order sales. Announcements will appear in the NMRA Magazine, Model Railroad News,
RMC and Model Railroader over the next several months.

We also have sold 16 Allegheny Midland triple hopper car kits since mid-September, including 5 at the
Nickel Plate HTS convention, and have 14 car kits remaining in inventory. Total AM car sales are now
529.

With about 300 members in our Division, it is a shame that only about 25 to 30 members will purchase
our car project kits to support the division. Yet, over the past 8 years, car project sales have averaged
$3,000 per year in income for our division. Mail order sales comprise about 87% of total sales. |
appreciate the support of the same group of Division 7 members who buy our car project kits every
year, and ask the rest of you to consider purchasing a single car kit to support our division.
