Lining up a pieced backing and a pieced top is challenging due to the way the quilt rolls up on the 

longarm and is quilted from top to bottom. Think of rolling a magazine and how the pages shift. There 

are tools and tricks I use to achieve the best finish possible, but variance is expected.
