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God is always doing something new. We are 
familiar with this passage from Isaiah: 
 
See, I am doing a new thing! Now it springs 
up; do you not perceive it?  I am making a way 

in the wilderness and streams in the wasteland (Isaiah 43:19). 
 
Every day the sun comes up and we are off to accomplish new 
tasks. In life, we explore and learn and face challenges. Our past 
experiences help provide confidence as we navigate new situa-
tions. Notice these passages speaking of something new: 
 
Sing to the Lord a new song, for he has done marvelous things; 
his right hand and his holy arm have worked salvation for him 
(Psalm 98). 
 
See, the former things have taken place, and new things I declare; 
before they spring into being I announce them to you (Isaiah 
42:9). 
 
You have heard these things; look at them all. Will you not admit 
them? “From now on I will tell you of new things, of hidden 
things unknown to you (Isaiah 48:6). 
 
With all the changes we have encountered this past year-and-a-
half many have not only felt the desire to return to something 
“normal” but for others there is also a sense that something new is 
bubbling up within our hearts and that God is calling us to do 
something more. I certainly sense this for the church as well. 
 
I encourage each of you to seek God through prayer and scripture 
and to be open to the new things he has in store for you and for 
his church. Let’s lean into the newness together, relying on his 
Spirit, and may we find blessing upon blessing from his presence.

Like the Jordans, we too can forget that our circumstances or other 

people are not our enemies. We can also forget about the grace and 

love of God and about the weapons He has given us to defeat temp-

tation.  The Bible study WAR ROOM serves as a challenging remind-

er of vital truths we can easily overlook or forget. 
 

Through this Bible study, believers will be called to evaluate their 

spiritual life and growth, to uncover their true character, to trust in 

the God of grace, to declare victory over their true Enemy, and to 

find their identity in their Savior.  This study will serve as a reminder 

that prayer is a powerful weapon.
