The Forest County Health Department has remaining Senior Farmers’ Market Nutrition Program
vouchers available for distribution to income eligible Seniors (60+, Native American 55+)
residing in Forest County. The program provides to eligible applicants, booklets of $25 for the
purchase of fresh locally grown fruits, herbs, and vegetables from certified farmers. Vouchers
may be used at one of three certified stands in Forest County - Josh’s Corn Stand, Crandon, Lila
Tibbs Farm Stand, Armstrong Creek, Wa Tong Vue Farm Stand, Courthouse Square, Crandon -
or any certified Farm Stand or Farmers’ Market throughout the State. The application process
requires only income declaration and completion of a one-page form with agency staff. Current
monthly income guidelines using gross income (before taxes and deductions) are: One (1) person
household - $2,413; Two (2) person household - $3,261; Three (3) person household - $4,109;
Four (4) person household - $4,957; Five (5) person household - $5,805. For more information
or to apply, please call the Health Department (715-478-3371).
