Materials Needed:

1.  A 12” Styrofoam cone (the kind you can push pins into).

2. Small pins about 1-1/2” with flatheads so they don’t go right through the Styrofoam.  You’ll need at lease 250 of them.  I found these at Joann’s.

3. 1 piece of fabric large enough to cover the bottom of the Styrofoam.

4. Approximately 100 – 4” squares folded on the diagonal then folded again to make a prairie point.

5. A tree topper.  I used something with a stick to push it down into the Styrofoam.

Folded Amish Hot Pad – Theresa Atkinson

Materials Needed:

1. 4 fabrics 1/8 yard each

2. 1 fat quarter for backing and binding

3. 8” x 8” scrap of fabric

4. 8” x 8” Insul Bright batting (optional)

Cutting Instructions:

(5) – 3” squares – this is the center of your star

(8) – 3-1/2” squares

(8) – 4” squares

(8) – 4-1/2” squares – this should be the predominant fabric for your star.
