Make some art! Contest is open to all ages. Win a ceramic cup with your art on it!  
 
Pick up a 16-oz white paper cup, while supplies last, in the Port Orchard 
Marketplace on Bay Street, the Sidney Art Gallery & Museum, or The Candy 
Shoppe.  
 
Use any medium you like to create your artwork. It can be flat or 3-dimensional 
on/in any part of the cup and must be appropriate for a community, family event.  
 
You must use a cup provided by the event organizers. Completed cups should be 
brought to the “entries table” in the Port Orchard Marketplace (715 Bay Street).  
 
Insert or attach your registration form to your cup. Artwork must be completely dry 
and/or fixed, ready for display. 
 
The final day for submitting your cup is 2pm on January 31. Winners will be 
announced on February 7.
