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A New Covenant

Circumcision

Genesis 17 - 9 And God said to Abraham, “As for you, you shall keep my covenant, you and your offspring after you
throughout their generations. 10 This is my covenant, which you shall keep, between me and you and your offspring
after you: Every male among you shall be circumcised. 11 You shall be circumcised in the flesh of your foreskins, and it
shall be a sign of the covenant between me and you. 12 He who is eight days old among you shall be circumcised. Every
male throughout your generations, whether born in your house or bought with your money from any foreigner who is
not of your offspring, 13 both he who is born in your house and he who is bought with your money, shall surely be
circumcised. So shall my covenant be in your flesh an everlasting covenant. 14 Any uncircumcised male who is not
circumcised in the flesh of his foreskin shall be cut off from his people; he has broken my covenant.”

Galatians 5: 5 For freedom Christ has set us free; stand firm therefore, and do not submit again to a yoke of
slavery. 2 Look: I, Paul, say to you that if you accept circumcision, Christ will be of no advantage to you. 3 | testify
again to every man who accepts circumcision that he is obligated to keep the whole law. 4 You are severed from
Christ, you who would be justified[a] by the law; you have fallen away from grace. 5 For through the Spirit, by
faith, we ourselves eagerly wait for the hope of righteousness. 6 For in Christ Jesus neither circumcision nor
uncircumcision counts for anything, but only faith working through love.

7 You were running well. Who hindered you from obeying the truth? 8 This persuasion is not from him who calls
you. 9 A little leaven leavens the whole lump. 10 | have confidence in the Lord that you will take no other view,
and the one who is troubling you will bear the penalty, whoever he is. 11 But if I, brothers,[b] still preach[c]
circumcision, why am | still being persecuted? In that case the offense of the cross has been removed. 12 | wish
those who unsettle you would emasculate themselves!

13 For you were called to freedom, brothers. Only do not use your freedom as an opportunity for the flesh, but
through love serve one another. 14 For the whole law is fulfilled in one word: “You shall love your neighbor as
yourself” 15 But if you bite and devour one another, watch out that you are not consumed by one another.

Galatians 6: 12 It is those who want to make a good showing in the flesh who would force you to be circumcised,
and only in order that they may not be persecuted for the cross of Christ. 13 For even those who are circumcised
do not themselves keep the law, but they desire to have you circumcised that they may boast in your flesh. 14
But far be it from me to boast except in the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ, by which[b] the world has been
crucified to me, and | to the world. 15 For neither circumcision counts for anything, nor uncircumcision, but a
new creation. 16 And as for all who walk by this rule, peace and mercy be upon them, and upon the Israel of
God.

Galatians 2: Then after fourteen years | went up again to Jerusalem with Barnabas, taking Titus along with me. 2I
went up because of a revelation and set before them (though privately before those who seemed influential) the
gospel that | proclaim among the Gentiles, in order to make sure | was not running or had not run in vain. 3But
even Titus, who was with me, was not forced to be circumcised, though he was a Greek. 4Yet because of false
brothers secretly brought in—who slipped in to spy out our freedom that we have in Christ Jesus, so that they
might bring us into slavery— 5to them we did not yield in submission even for a moment, so that the truth of the
gospel might be preserved for you. 6And from those who seemed to be influential (what they were makes no
difference to me; God shows no partiality) —those, | say, who seemed influential added nothing to me.
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“15We ourselves are Jews by birth and not Gentile sinners; 16yet we know that a person is not justified by
works of the law but through faith in Jesus Christ, so we also have believed in Christ Jesus, in order to be justified
by faith in Christ and not by works of the law, because by works of the law no one will be justified.”

Acts 15: 15 But some men came down from Judea and were teaching the brothers, “Unless you are circumcised
according to the custom of Moses, you cannot be saved.” 2 And after Paul and Barnabas had no small dissension
and debate with them, Paul and Barnabas and some of the others were appointed to go up to Jerusalem to the
apostles and the elders about this question. 3 So, being sent on their way by the church, they passed through
both Phoenicia and Samaria, describing in detail the conversion of the Gentiles, and brought great joy to all the
brothers.[a] 4 When they came to Jerusalem, they were welcomed by the church and the apostles and the
elders, and they declared all that God had done with them. 5 But some believers who belonged to the party of
the Pharisees rose up and said, “It is necessary to circumcise them and to order them to keep the law of Moses.”

6 The apostles and the elders were gathered together to consider this matter. 7 And after there had been much
debate, Peter stood up and said to them, “Brothers, you know that in the early days God made a choice among
you, that by my mouth the Gentiles should hear the word of the gospel and believe. 8 And God, who knows the
heart, bore witness to them, by giving them the Holy Spirit just as he did to us, 9 and he made no distinction
between us and them, having cleansed their hearts by faith. 10 Now, therefore, why are you putting God to the
test by placing a yoke on the neck of the disciples that neither our fathers nor we have been able to bear? 11 But
we believe that we will be saved through the grace of the Lord Jesus, just as they will.”

12 And all the assembly fell silent, and they listened to Barnabas and Paul as they related what signs and
wonders God had done through them among the Gentiles.

1 Corinthians 7: 17 Only let each person lead the life that the Lord has assigned to him, and to which God has
called him. This is my rule in all the churches. 18 Was anyone at the time of his call already circumcised? Let him
not seek to remove the marks of circumcision. Was anyone at the time of his call uncircumcised? Let him not
seek circumcision. 19 For neither circumcision counts for anything nor uncircumcision, but keeping the
commandments of God. 20 Each one should remain in the condition in which he was called. ....V23 23 You were
bought with a price; do not become bondservants of men. 24 So, brothers, in whatever condition each was
called, there let him remain with God. (He also talks about being a bondservant in here)

Ephesians 2: 11 Therefore remember that at one time you Gentiles in the flesh, called “the uncircumcision” by
what is called the circumcision, which is made in the flesh by hands— 12 remember that you were at that time
separated from Christ, alienated from the commonwealth of Israel and strangers to the covenants of promise,
having no hope and without God in the world. 13 But now in Christ Jesus you who once were far off have been
brought near by the blood of Christ. 14 For he himself is our peace, who has made us both one and has broken
down in his flesh the dividing wall of hostility 15 by abolishing the law of commandments expressed in
ordinances, that he might create in himself one new man in place of the two, so making peace, 16 and might
reconcile us both to God in one body through the cross, thereby killing the hostility. 17 And he came and
preached peace to you who were far off and peace to those who were near. 18 For through him we both have
access in one Spirit to the Father. 19 So then you are no longer strangers and aliens,[d] but you are fellow citizens
with the saints and members of the household of God, 20 built on the foundation of the apostles and prophets,
Christ Jesus himself being the cornerstone, 21 in whom the whole structure, being joined together, grows into a
holy temple in the Lord. 22 In him you also are being built together into a dwelling place for God by[e] the Spirit.

Also: Romans 2:25-29, Colossians 2:11, and Titus 1:10-11
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Food

1. Mark 7: 14 And he called the people to him again and said to them, “Hear me, all of you, and understand: 15
There is nothing outside a person that by going into him can defile him, but the things that come out of a person
are what defile him.”[e] 17 And when he had entered the house and left the people, his disciples asked him
about the parable. 18 And he said to them, “Then are you also without understanding? Do you not see that
whatever goes into a person from outside cannot defile him, 19 since it enters not his heart but his stomach, and
is expelled?” (Thus he declared all foods clean.) 20 And he said, “What comes out of a person is what defiles him.

2. Acts 10:10-15: Peter’s vision where God says nothing he made is unclean/common.

3. Romans 14: 13 Therefore let us not pass judgment on one another any longer, but rather decide never to put a
stumbling block or hindrance in the way of a brother. 14 | know and am persuaded in the Lord Jesus that nothing
is unclean in itself, but it is unclean for anyone who thinks it unclean. 15 For if your brother is grieved by what
you eat, you are no longer walking in love. By what you eat, do not destroy the one for whom Christ died. 16 So
do not let what you regard as good be spoken of as evil. 17 For the kingdom of God is not a matter of eating and
drinking but of righteousness and peace and joy in the Holy Spirit.

[Later he continues] 20 Do not, for the sake of food, destroy the work of God. Everything is indeed clean, but it is
wrong for anyone to make another stumble by what he eats. 21 It is good not to eat meat or drink wine or do
anything that causes your brother to stumble.

4. 1 Timothy 4:3-5: Paul mentions that some will forbid people to marry and order them to abstain from certain
foods, but he states that everything God created is good and nothing is to be rejected if it is received with
thanksgiving.

New Covenant

Hebrews 8:6-13 ¢ But as it is, Christs has obtained a ministry that is as much more excellent than the
old as the covenant he mediates is better, since it is enacted on better promises. 7 For if that first
covenant had been faultless, there would have been no occasion to look for a second.

8 For he finds fault with them when he says:s

“Behold, the days are coming, declares the Lord,
when | will establish a new covenant with the house of Israel
and with the house of Judah,
9 not like the covenant that | made with their fathers
on the day when | took them by the hand to bring them out of the land of Egypt.
For they did not continue in my covenant,
and so | showed no concern for them, declares the Lord.
10 For this is the covenant that | will make with the house of Israel

7 in vain do they worship me,
teaching as doctrines the commandments of men.’
8 You leave the commandment of God and hold to the tradition of men.”
