Supportive Sentence for M.I. #1

(Explanation of Textual Evidence)

This implies that the marijuana industry would produce
more jobs by creating small businesses. It will also
generates more revenue for other businesses, like the
medical industry.

Supportive Sentence for M.I. # 2
(Explanation of Textual Evidence)

This suggests that legalizing marijuana would reduce
violent crimes because there would be more cameras
and security in neighborhoods, thereby making people
feel safer and deterring crime.

Counterargument

(The other side’s opinion with evidence)

On the contrary, opponents believe that marijuana
should not be legalized. They argue that “Traffic
accidents and death increase when marijuana is
legalized”.

Rebuttal

However, proponents have a better argument. They affirm
that traffic deaths dropped 11% on average in states that
legalized medical marijuana.
