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Chapter 2 POWER SUPPLY MODE

5 ways to power the radio:
1.Hand Crank Power
(1) Unfold the crank handle from the backside and rotate itin either any direction.
(2) Rotate the crank handle, It will generate 300-350mA electricity to charge
build-in 5000mAh 875771 Lithium Polymer battery.
Note: Rotate the crank handle at the speed of 2 laps per second.
It will generate 300-350mA electricity.
2.Solar Power
(1) Expose the solar panel to sunlight, don't charge indoors.
(2) It will generate 30-50mA electricity to charge build-in 5000mAh 875771
Lithium Polymer battery.

Note: Solar panel will generate 30-50mA electricity when exposed to sunlight.
Itis difficult to fully charge the rechargeable Lithium Polymer battery with
solar panel, which is mostly used for maintaining the rechargeable battery.

3. AC Adapter Power Supply

Connect the Power plug (5V/2A) with the Micro USB Cable, then pluginto
a110V-220V standard outlet.

4. Rechargeable 875771 Lithium Polymer Battery

The radio contains a rechargeable 5000mAh 875771 Lithium Polymer battery.

5. AAA Batteries

(1) Open the battery compartment on the back of the unitand insert 3 AAA
batteries making sure the polarity is correct.

(2) When the built-in Rechargeable Lithium Polymer battery power is low, the
power source will be switched to AAA batteries power mode automatically.
