This musical evening at the NE Volume music bar in Stockton began well with
Cally Billie Gatley stepping up to the plate with her unassuming acoustic
guitar. Cally’s voice is lovely and her guitar playing is interesting with a lot of
percussive slaps, funky chords, and 3 /4 time signatures (or is it 6/8?). She
was clearly a little out of practice, forgetting the words to one song and
struggling to find the right chord in a couple of others.

Next up was Georgia Smith with her band. They were tight, with catchy
tunes.

They
bopped around a bit and looked like they were having fun. The tunes had a
70’s rock vibe and the lead guitarist tastefully daubed some excellent blues
licks onto the musical canvas. ‘Pages” and ‘Changing (This Time)" stood out as
solid pieces of song writing. A fun band to behold! More toes tapped and some
heads bobbed. Something Georgia did which CBG also did (and many bands do)
is apologise to the audience. Be it for lack of practice /bad sound/hitting bum
notes etc. | don’t like it. There’s nothing to apologise for. You’re up there
entertaining, but I’d go see both support acts again.

For the last act the lights were dimmed and we were treated to Jenny and
her band. The whole package was excellent. They looked and sounded
professional and the sound levels were perfectly balanced. Without fuss they
came on and ripped into the glorious “She’s A Peach”. The whole atmosphere
of her set was enthralling. The mellow guitar chords and stabs were a perfect
example of knowing when to leave space in a song. The rhythm section built
up with ominous drive as the second synth pulsed and pushed like a
mesmerising undercurrent. Lascelles pulled the happy crowd with her into the
dark vibe of “Inertia” and then back into the light with the beautiful “Sea
Green”. The band members were introduced and after a few more perfect
pieces they finished on a rousing romp with “Backbone”, leaving the crowd
calling for an encore. We didn’t get one, but we’d certainly been given a great
performance.

Kraftwerk are one of my favourite bands of all time, and Dr Caligari is one
of my top films ever. Sounds like a match made in heaven, right?

Well from the teaser samples Bartos” Facebook page shared it didn’t bode
well. The digital sounding motifs really didn’t lend themselves well to the
grainy, esoteric frames of the 1920 expressionist masterpiece. Was this
project going to be a downfall of Wagnerian proportions?

Bartos is classically trained, studying music at the Robert Schumann
Hochschule in Dusseldorf before joining Kraftwerk in 1975 and this no
doubt helped him a great deal when penning the score to the movie.

A lot of the music sounds like it could be off a computer game from the
early 1990’s. Some of it works, some of it doesn’t. Melodically and in
terms of the bulk of the sound design though, Bartos is on point.

There’s just a bit of a plasticity and a dryness to the synthesised score
that doesn’t match what | witnessed on the screen and left me a bit
underwhelmed. All in all though, | enjoyed the synthesis of one quarter of
one of my favourite bands and one of my best loved films.

Would you class yourself as a musician first and a political activist of
sorts second or the other way around?

Not sure | class myself as either to be honest! I’'m definitely not a “musician”
as | can’t really play an instrument with any degree of skill. | can klang a
guitar and find the chord I’'m after on a synth, but the reality is | just enjoy
compiling abstract noises together and writing words, that’s it. Robbie, Hugh
and Michael are the noisemakers in this band, the only sound | make comes
out of my mouth. Political activist? Ok, ya might have got me on that one. The
initial point of the band was to react to current urgencies - to write, record
and release as quickly as possible in order to be relevant to the situation it
was talking about - so the stances we’ve taken on the things we class as
urgencies could be seen as activism, but really, it’s all just about us trying to
be honest. | know we’re pretty blatant in our messaging but there’s a part of
me that believes most, if not all, music is in some way political, even love
songs, even instrumentals.

Tell me about the Umbro/shorts combo. Any subversive reasoning behind it or is it just because it looks good?

Just clothes | got in a sale mate, nothing more. | suffer quite a bit from anxiety, nerves and stage fright so in the early shows
wearing the same clothes was a bit like putting armour on, so it helped in that respect. | don’t think I’ve ever met another musician
who doesn’t have similar hang ups about playing, some mask it with too much booze, some fake bravado, some by using clothing as a
uniform. | use shorts.

Any ideas formulating yet about the vibe of the difficult second album? More of the same or a change in direction?

You always want to develop as an artist and not try to repeat yourself but... you also want to remain true to yourself and your
ideals. We can’t really alter what this band is in terms of its aim to react to current situations, but we can shift what style and
manner we do it in. Pretty much all the first album was done in bedrooms and Ritchens on cheap mics so we might do more studio
work this time to add a more professional edge but | wouldn’t be expecting the Royal Philharmonic to turn up. That’s for album three,
swing when you’re winning era Benefits.

Do you think Benefits” socio-political message and your intense stage persona are your unique selling points?

Nope. This thing only really works as a unit so it’s all about teamwork. I think it’s probably easy to categorise us as a political noise
group or something like that, but the gigs aren’t lefty rallies. We found out quite early that we needed more strings to our bow for
our live shows so there’s quite a bit of humour and interaction in it now. Constantly pushing people away or berating them isn’t
necessarily the most pleasant thing to see, hear or perform and not really in keeping with our overall aims. Despite all the shouting,
intensity, and perceptions of what you might think we’re about, we want the overall experience to be uplifting. Basically, like Queen
in their 80’s pomp but a noise band.



You rep Teesside whenever possible and speak in your own native accent which |
respect. Do you think the Teesside area is underachieving on a national level or do
you think the North East as a whole is being held back when compared to the rest
of the U.K?

The North East has been the runt of the UK litter for as long as | can remember and it
doesn’t look like it’ll change soon. These days though it’s difficult to tell which area of the
country isn’t underachieving or being held back. We’ve travelled to many towns and cities
over the last couple of years and the grass ain’t really that much greener elsewhere. In
regard to Teesside, years ago, when my old band played SKSW our management listed us as
coming from “London, UK” in the official programme as they claimed no one knew where
Middlesbrough was and it didn’t really matter anyway. | was livid, but it highlighted how
much the place was seen as an irrelevance to people with no real connection to the area.

However, as much as I like the sloganeering regionality of plastering “BENEFITS -
TEESSIDE™ on our t shirts we’re in no way poster boys for the area. It’s just another way
of telling our story that’s all, this is who we are, and this is where we’re from.

I’'ve got no problem with yourself or anyone else not liking our music by the way, we don’t
write to get a nice pat on the back - no one should write for those reasons.

Criticism is a funny thing, and you need to learn to take both the positive and negative with a huge pinch of salt, not take any of it too
seriously or to heart as you’ll end up losing the plot. It’s not always easy mind, constantly hearing about how terrible you are
certainly takes its toll and has an effect equally as destructive as believing your own hype. Gotta blank them both somehow. The only
true way for any band or musician to sustain doing this is to try and enjoy it and remember why you love making music in the first
place.

What do you think of the Teesside music scene at present?

I think there’s a lot to be applauded within the local scene right now with people like Point Blank, NE Volume and yourself writing
about it and the shoots of life of exciting young bands finally starting to emerge. There are problems in terms of where bands can
perform and develop but it’s always been like that. The struggle is part of the fun.

We’ve got enough venues and bands but there doesn’t seem to be much of a link between the two, or a belief that they can both help
each other out. | saw an interview with Stock Image where he said that bands play at NE Volume in Stockton but then seem to have
nowhere to go and he’s kinda right. | went to watch the Dossers/Provenance /End Credits show there last year and it was great, full
to the brim with sixth formers and early twentysomethings absolutely bang into their music. That audience needs to be catered for as
otherwise it’ll become disillusioned and fizzle out. Using Leeds as an example, there’s a desire to take risks and a camaraderie there
that’s seemingly lacking in Teesside. The Brudenell offered us a headline show fresh after restrictions were lifted despite not having
any releases or real gig experience. It gave us a huge amount of confidence to push on, but I don’t see that sort of thing happening for
a new band up here and it’s sad. There seems to be more of a focus on all day multi venue festivals, tribute acts and seminars on how
to make it big in the music business. All of that is fine and dandy, keeps lots of people happy, but I think there needs to be a little
shift or at least a tweak in priorities as otherwise the younger bands will just give up.

In fairness though, anyone serious about creating a vibrant music scene in Teesside should ask those kids what they want, not old
knackers like me who’ve been around the block far too many times.

In a utopian world where all society’s ills have been resolved, what style of music would
you make?

Noisy shouty music moaning about how perfect everything all is.

Haha, thanks for taking the time to speak to DIRGE, Kingsley. | don’t necessarily like the
first album as a musical vehicle (who Rnows I might like the second) but it’s great to see
northern bands establishing themselves nationwide. I hope to talk to you again in the
future when the second album is out!

HE MYSTIQUE OF CALIGARI

What a glorious time it must have been to be alive in the epoch of Weimar
Germany. So many frontiers being explored in the realms of art, music and film,
not to mention the breaking down of social and sexual barriers in a time of
exploration and freedom. The calm before the storm if you will, before paradise
was lost on Hitler’s ascension to power in 1933.

This film probably would never have existed if it wasn’t for the great war (like
so much iconic art) as Caligari’s writers Carl Mayer and Hans Janowitz emerged
from the global conflict as pacifists with a strong distrust of authority, and this
is partly what influenced the story, with Dr Caligari being the sinister symbol of
authoritarianism.

In terms of what was to come politically and socially in the years that followed
in Germany, you could say the film prophesied the sleepwalking of a nation into
utter oblivion. A totalitarian regime led by a madman that hypnotised half it’s
population and silenced the other half.
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The visual aesthetics and plot devices employed by L ey Sebef
the film’s creators were incredibly forward thinking
and at odds with the realism and on location sets of
its contemporaries. Caligari utilised a twist ending,
framing and non-linear flashbacks to amazing
effect, meaning you really need to concentrate on
what is happening on screen or you may get lost in
the psychotic, disorienting maelstrom of what you
are viewing. If you’ve never seen a silent film

before, then this would be a great place to start.

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I am a massive fan of The Doors. So much so that I visit Jim Morrison’s grave in Paris every year on the
anniversary of his death. There are a group of us from all over the world that meet there every year, so my annual
pilgrimage isn’t as sad as it might sound. The Doors have been a massive part of my life since | discovered them at
the tender age of thirteen. | can quite confidently say that they are my favourite band and always have been since
I first heard this album, having borrowed it from Darlo Library after | heard the re-release of “Light My Fire”
when the Oliver Stone film starring Val Kilmer as Jim Morrison came out.

BEACH BOYS - PET SOUNDS (1966)

The Beach Boys were the first band | discovered that were around before my lifetime and | was only ten years old
when that happened. When people think of The Beach Boys, they’ll probably think of Surfin” USA and the like.
However, Pet Sounds is an album of such innovation, in terms of both depth of the songs and standard of
production, that it’s hard to imagine that it was made by the same group. Songs like “I Just Wasn’t Made For
These Times™ and “l Know There’s An Answer” will never feature on a Beach Boys greatest hits but are stand out
moments in their top class repertoire and well ahead of their time. The Beatles most definitely would not have
made the innovations in production that they did on Sgt Pepper had it not been for Pet Sounds.

TEENAGE FANCLUB - BANDWAGONESQUE (1991)

It’s difficult to pin point why this album makes my top five. Looking back, it came out in 1991 at a time when Guns
N Roses and U2 were the biggest bands in the world and grunge and alternative rock was beginning to take over
the over produced, stadium rock that had been gone before it. Bandwagonesque brought with it the power and
excitement of the unpolished US alternative rock sound but with pop melodies and harmonies reminiscent of The
Byrds and The Beach Boys. The indie music scene in Britain was pretty dull at the time as well, so this album came
at me like a ray of sunshine and I’ve listened to it reqularly ever since.

I mentioned before about the UK indie scene being quite dull in the early nineties. It was the arrival of Suede in
1992 that breathed colour back into British guitar based music. As a teenager | was always drawn towards lyrics
and | think Brett Anderson from Suede is one of the best lyricists in modern music. For example, a song called
“Heroine” on this album. The lyrics are filled with beauty and romance, invoking thoughts of a young man
mourning the loss of his first love, but as the song develops it becomes clear that the protagonist is not pining for a
lost love, he’s in withdrawal and is pining for heroin. The metaphor of drug as lover and addiction as love, and the
wordplay of the title are nothing short of poetic genius.

MANIC STREET PREACHERS - THE HOLY BIBLE (1994)

Some may see that I’ve picked a Manic Street Preachers album and make a judgement, but whether your thoughts THE HOLY BiBLE
on the Manics be positive or negative, let me tell you, this album is like no other. It was released just a few months
before quitarist and chief lyricist Richey Edwards disappeared (the likelihood being he committed suicide at the
Severn Bridge). The decline in his mental wellbeing was well documented at the time and with hindsight, it’s clear
to see that this album is the sound of a man who’s losing his mind. With themes of anorexia, the Holocaust and
suicide, this album is as harrowing as it is musically brilliant.

CLASSIC DARLO CHIPPY CLOSES ITS DOORS

The Chippy Plus has closed its doors for the final time. Formerly Jazz’s fFish Bar at the top
of North Road, the takeaway has been a permanent fixture of the Thompson Street/North
Road junction since | was a wee lad. (Prior to that it was known as Eric’s). As a semi-
regular customer since my early teens, it really does seem like the end of an era.

I used to write a Geordie Ritchen-sink superhero comic book called
Sugar Glider and there were lots of bird-inspired characters
involved. So | knew quite a lot about birds at the time. Around then,
I set up a Soundcloud page for some songs I’d collaborated and stuck
the name Amateur Ornithologist on it. So the name came about 6
years before | released any music. | like the combination of words -
something studious and something rough around the edges, because
that’s me.

My favourite bird is a crow. What are your favourite types of birds?

Corvids are the best. My favourite is the magpie. The football rattle call, hidden blues amongst the black, the deviousness in stealing
nests... Wherever I’ve lived, I’'ve had magpies land on the windowsill and look through to me.

Your songs seem to be injected with a quintessentially English 1970’s flavour. Is that the sound you were going for?

The three albums definitely have different sounds and approaches to each other but the influence of Wire, Peter Gabriel and Kate
Bush is in them all. So you’ve got experimental art rock feeding in but more in the background on the first two albums than on Hide
where we have more strings, saxophones and different time signatures. And the contemporary artists I’m interested in - Field
Music, Cate Le Bon and The Coral - as well as the band members who were involved this time around, are probably bringing in 70’s
influences that I’ve not explored properly myself.

How did you go about recording the album? Was it a studio jobby or was it done at home?

I have lots of experience managing arts projects so I’'m able to bring that into the music. | made spreadsheets of to do lists etc that
helped achieve Hide on a modest budget. We recorded as much as we could at home - keyboards, electric quitars, backing vocals - then
worked with Harbourmaster at his studio to capture the acoustic sounds - strings, pianos, percussion, etc. | worked with him on the
first two albums and he’s my oldest friend so we were always going to work with him again for Hide.

I hope you don’t take offence here, but you're no spring chicken (still younger than me though). What has your musical journey
comprised of up until this moment?

You know how to charm a guy! The Amateur Ornithologist band currently has members from 20 to 50 years old, and I’m pretty much in
the middle at 37. I started making music at around 16 with Harbourmaster and we eventually formed a band called Squares. We
released a self-produced album but eventually split up when | was 24. | made comics and films and didn’t do much in music again for a
decade when | started teaching myself midi composition during the lockdowns. | released the first Amateur Ornithologist album in 2021
and formed the band in the lead-up to the release of Building the Bird in 2022.

What are your plans for 2024?

We released Hide in January and did a launch event where we played the whole album live. We’re planning on playing more gigs and
perform songs from the three albums that we’ve not managed to yet. At the same time, I’'m hoping to write a load of songs in the
background and eventually bring them to the band towards the end of the year. | think the new songs will combine orchestral
influences with synths and soundscapes. But no doubt, they’ll still end up as pop songs.

The boss is getting on now (74 years young, in fact!) And it’s fair to
say his glory days are well behind him, with his live shows being a
wee bit ‘safe” these days. Regardless, my two oldest were keen to go,
so | snapped up three tickets for Hughie at the Boilershop in Geordie
Land.

The Boilershop is a respectably sized venue for touring national and
international artists.

How much do you need to know about the Spanish Civil
War to appreciate this sequence? 1’d say it helps to get
the background to these narratives. Yet even without
that, you experience horror, repugnance and outrage in
the words and sounds of Romanceros. And at times, you
do hear a tune that ‘echoes back with hope.” A.C.
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Hammer was, and still is a much loved British institution. Coming to the fore in the mid 1950°s with a
couple of notable Sci-fi offerings, the company soon realised that horror movies with plenty of
Kensington Gore were what the young movie goers of the late 1950’s and 60’s craved. Releasing
classic remakes of the Universal Horror of the 1930°s, Hammer tapped into the burgeoning scares
market and made a Rilling at the box office by releasing titles like The Horror of Dracula and The
Curse of Frankenstein that, although were borrowed from the U.S film tradition, were
quintessentially British.

Hammer’s films started to wane in popularity by the early 1970’s as people started to grow tired of

the same rehashing of Dracula. Even a Horror /Kung-fu/Dracula mash up in the form of Legend of
The 7 Golden Uampires couldn’t save them, and in 1976 they made their last horror - To The Devil A
Daughter, which was frankly, dogshite. Their feature film swansong was unfortunately the
extremely dated ‘On The Buses” movie from 1979.
