Fundraising Policy

Fundraising is an essential activity for the
success of a Troop. Funds earned support the
entire Troop Budget, allowing for girls in the
Troop to raise monies toward Troop incentives
(such as trips or activities to be conducted by
the Troop), and providing funding for the AHG
Program Support Fee obligation so as not to
provide additional burden on family expenses.
Therefore, each American Heritage Girl
Member is expected to participate.
