hen we announced the

It
is a dangerous way to think. It is
possible that everyone is wrong.”

In the early “70s, I had a shortwave
radio. As we would expect, Voice of
America and Radio Moscow dif-
fered in their reporting on the war
in Vietnam. The BBC World Service
seemed to be more objective. For
most of my life, I have made an ef-
fort to hear out both sides of issues
and to keep in mind that we all
have our biases. Do people have
enough patience and humility to do

that today and tomorrow?

Not only are many Americans stay-
ing in their newsfeed echo cham-
bers. Many American Christians
may be fixating on particular scrip-
ture “silos” or “proof texts.” Politi-
cally polarized American Christians
on both sides today consider the
other side to be deceived. Both may
be right about that. Some may even
be deceived about their protection
from deception.
