crumbling. Do we want to
follow suit? The rest of the
world is watching our every
move on this subject. Canada
is leaning in that direction also
and is monitoring the U.S.
closely.

What kind of message are
we sending to our children and
all future generations? It will
feed on itself until it devours
our great nation. If legalized, it
will be required teaching in our
public schools and have a place
in our child’s classrooms. Be-
ing a child or teen is hard
enough these days without try-
ing to confuse them more. Our
children learn more from what
we do than what we say. I can
tell my daughter not to do this
or that because it is wrong, but
if she sees me doing it, she will
likely be doing it too. So send-
ing this message to our young,
is one of immorality and inde-
cency.

One item of the homosexual
agenda is to remove the states’
compelling interests in mar-
riage all together.
