Epistle	 Romans 7:1-13
1Do you not know, brothers—for I am speaking to those who know the law—that the law is binding on a person only as long as he lives? 2Thus a married woman is bound by law to her husband while he lives, but if her husband dies she is released from the law of marriage. 3Accordingly, she will be called an adulteress if she lives with another man while her husband is alive. But if her husband dies, she is free from that law, and if she marries another man she is not an adulteress.
4Likewise, my brothers, you also have died to the law through the body of Christ, so that you may belong to another, to him who has been raised from the dead, in order that we may bear fruit for God. 5For while we were living in the flesh, our sinful passions, aroused by the law, were at work in our members to bear fruit for death. 6But now we are released from the law, having died to that which held us captive, so that we serve not under the old written code but in the new life of the Spirit.
7What then shall we say? That the law is sin? By no means! Yet if it had not been for the law, I would not have known sin. 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Why do we worship on Sunday? 
Do you remember on which day of the week Jesus rose from the dead? If you guessed “Sunday,” then you are right! Sunday is called “the Lord’s Day” because it directs our attention to Jesus’ resurrection from the dead, not to mention the many other miraculous events in the early Christian Church that took place on Sunday. For example, the Holy Spirit was sent to the disciples on a Sunday at Pentecost. 

For how long have Christians worshiped on Sundays? 
We know from the Bible that the very first Christians met on Sundays to hear God's Word and celebrate Holy Communion (Acts 20:7; 1 Corinthians 16:2). Though Christians in different regions of the world would sometimes worship on days other than Sunday, by A.D. 325 most Christians set Sunday aside for worship because they considered it “the Lord's Day.” So every time you go to church on Sunday, you are doing the same thing that Christians did all the way back in the beginning of Christianity! Wow! What a great tradition we share with our Christian ancestors! FOR PARENTS
   Direct your children to the significance and importance found in having a special day—the Lord's Day—set aside for receiving God's wonderful gifts through Word and Sacrament. 
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
