MINISTER’S MESSAGE
2026 New Year’s Message

Hau‘oli makahiki hou kakou!/Happy New Year Everyone!

One of my favorite words nowadays is the Hawaiian

| word “kakou” which has the meaning of

“all” and “everyone.” It is a word that literally includes

and embraces “one and all.” The attitude of “kakou” is

needed more than ever in our world. We live in such

’J times of tension with so much dissention, divisions and
dichotomies which prevent us from coming together and

working together towards a common goal or brighter fu-

ture. We, each one of us, in our own way, as best we can,

should try to spread the spirit of “kakou.”

Encouragingly, every December, I am reminded of the significance of re-
specting and caring for others by going beyond differences even in the dir-
est of circumstances. Right here in Hawaii, just down the street from Aiea
Hongwanji, we have connections with two remarkable true-life stories.

One of the stories centers on Captain William Callaghan, the first Captain
of the USS Missouri, when he decided to carry out a sea burial for a Japa-
nese Kamikaze pilot who lost his life attacking the USS Missouri. Out of
respect for a fellow military personnel, even though they were on opposite
sides of the war and most of the crew were opposed to it, he ordered a sea
burial to honor the pilot. This story is repeatedly told on board the USS
Missouri moored on Ford Island.

The other story focuses on the compassionate actions of the late Mr. Fuku-
matsu Ito of Shizuoka, Japan. During World War II, two American bomb-
ers, accidentally, collided in the skies over Shizuoka during an air raid and
crashed. The American crew men were severely injured. Mr. Fukumatsu Ito
rushed to the crash site to find some of the men alive. He tried to save them,
but they eventually succumbed to their injuries. He too, like Captain Calla-
ghan, received criticism and opposition for his actions. Others could not
understand his actions of helping the enemy. Later, Mr. Ito, in honor of the
airmen, would ceremoniously pour whiskey out of a charred canteen which
had the handprint of an American airman grasping the canteen that he found
in the wreckage. It was his way of honoring them. This ceremony known as
“The Blackened Canteen Ceremony” which began in Shizuoka now also

takes place at Pearl Harbor has become a symbol of peace for both the US

and Japan. It encourages us to go beyond our differences. To me, both Mr. Ito and Captain Callaghan
through their actions illuminate the path that we must all walk or tread for reconciliation and world peace to
become a reality. We must understand the larger reality of the equality and preciousness of all life.

His Eminence Gomonshu Kojun Ohtani of Jodo Shinshu Hongwanji-ha encourages us to reflect when he
said, “How should we live? Can we treat other people with the same amount of care and concern that we
have for ourselves?” “How then, do we attain peace (that) we seek in the world today?” ...it is necessary
that we first treat others with the same care and respect that we would show ourselves. Other people’s lives
are just as precious and irreplaceable as our own.”

In the most fundamental sacred literature of Jodo Shinshu (Shin Buddhism), “The Teaching, Practice and
Realization of the Pure Land Way,” Shinran Shonin ends it with the following quote from a sutra:

On seeing a bodhisattva perform various practices,

Some give rise to a positive mind and others to a not so positive mind,

but the bodhisattva embraces them all.

The Larger Sukhavativyuha Sutra reiterates the aspiration of the Bodhisattva Dharmakara or Amida Buddha,
the Buddha of Immeasurable Life and Infinite Light,

Emitting a great light with my majestic power, I will completely illuminate the boundless
worlds; Dispelling, thereby, the darkness of the three defilements (of anger, greed and igno-
rance), I will deliver all beings from suffering and affliction.

These lines from our Sacred Literature come to mind at this time of the year filled with ceremonies and trib-
utes at Pearl Harbor National Monument and its environs. Bodhisattva Dharmakara/Amida Buddha’s prom-
ises overflowing with compassion gives us hope and shows us the path to true peace. Many times, we human
beings live disoriented by our greed, anger and ignorance we only see what is right before our eyes and the
emotions we are directly experiencing in the moment. However, let us not forget that there are deeper truths
and greater aspirations which are all-inclusive and all-embracing which aspire for the peace and happiness of
all life, all existence. Kakou!

As we begin the New Year, let us avail ourselves to All-Inclusive Wisdom and All-Embracing Compassion
that illumines the path that should try our best to tread as we respond in gratitude to Namo Amida Butsu, the
Buddha’s Name That Calls Me to Entrust so we can have more peace and harmony in the world. Once again,
Happy New Year to All (Minasama, Akemashite Omedetou Gozaimasu) and I hope to see you at the Temple
especially on Sunday mornings for our regular services. Thank you.

In recent years, natural disasters—including typhoons, torrential rains, earthquakes, and large-scale wild-
fires—have occurred with increasing frequency both in Japan and around the world, causing devastating
damage and casualties. | offer my heartfelt condolences for those who lost their lives, and | express my
deepest sympathy to all who have been affected. | fervently hope that you may all regain normalcy in your
daily lives as soon as possible.

Last year marked a significant milestone, the 80th anniversary of the end of World War Il. In July, | had
the honor of attending memorial services in Okinawa, Hiroshima, and Nagasaki—places that suffered de-
struction beyond words—and had the precious opportunity to listen to the accounts of those who lived
through the war. | once again engraved in my heart the words of Sokunyo Monshu who said at the 1995
“50th Anniversary of the End of World War Il Memorial Service for All the War Dead”: “We cannot help but
feel deep remorse before the Buddhas and Spiritual Leaders for the fact that we were unfaithful to the
teachings of our Founder and actively cooperated with the war in the name of Buddhism.” With renewed
recognition of our organization’s wartime responsibility, | reaffirmed my resolve as we continue forward on
this path.

In the postwar years, our organization began its journey by refusing to avert its eyes from the fact of
its active cooperation and involvement in the war, and by striving to build a peaceful society in which all
people may live in spiritual fulfillment. We must continue to confront these truths with sincerity and en-
sure that such errors are never repeated. Even now, around the world, wars and conflicts persist, and
countless precious lives remain at risk. In such times, let us hold close to our hearts Shinran Shonin’s aspi-
ration—“May there be peace in the world, and may the Buddha’s teaching spread!”—and walk each day in
harmony with this wish.

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LANAI HONGWANJI MISSION CELEBRATES 100 YEARS

The Lanai Hongwanji Mission observed its Centennial Commemorative Service on Sunday, November
23, 2025. About 40 members and guests from Oahu, Maui, and Lanai gathered to celebrate this mean-
ingful milestone in the temple’s history.

The roots of the Lanai Hongwaniji Mission go back to 1923, when Rev. Yoshio Hino arrived on Lanai to
establish a Japanese Language School. With the completion of a new temple and minister’s residence
in July 1925, the foundation of the Lanai Hongwanji Mission was firmly established. Over the years, the
temple has faced many challenges, including the loss of its original property during World War II.
Through it all, the Lanai Hongwanji Sangha has persevered, continuing to share the Light of the Bud-
dha-Dharma on the island. Today, the temple remains both a spiritual home and an important center
of community life.

The Centennial Service was officiated by Bishop Toshiyuki Umitani, along with Rev. Shinkai Murakami
and Rev. Kerry Kiyohara. Rev. Kiyohara struck the Kansho bell, creating a solemn atmosphere as the
ministers entered in procession. The service included the Sanbujo, Bishop’s Aspiration, and Sutra
Chanting.

In his Dharma Message, Bishop Umitani expressed deep gratitude for the temple’s predecessors, not-
ing that the Nembutsu recited today is the same Nembutsu voiced by generations before us, all equal-
ly embraced by Amida Buddha’s Compassion. Hawaii Kyodan President Dr. Warren Tamamoto deliv-
ered a congratulatory message, and closing words of appreciation were offered by Rev. Shinkai Mura-
kami and Lanai Hongwanji President Christopher Richardson.

More than a celebration of the past, the centennial marked a living tradition that continues to inspire
and support the Lanai community. Those in attendance reaffirmed their commitment to nurturing a
welcoming temple where people of all backgrounds can gather, learn, and be embraced by Amida’s
Compassion.
