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Many of you are familiar
with the parables of the ten virgins
and the three servants that received
five talents, two talents, and one
talent each. In the parable of the
ten virgins, five are wise and five are
foolish. The five wise virgins brought oil with their
lamps and the five foolish did not. When the call
came that the bridegroom was coming, the five fool-
ish virgins had to go and buy oil for their lamps.
While they were gone the bridegroom came and
those foolish
virgins were locked out.

In the parable of the talents, the man travel-
ling into a far country called his servants, and deliv-
ered unto them his goods, to each according to his
ability. The one whom he gave five talents made five
more talents. The one he gave two talents made two
more talents. The one he gave one talent took the
money and hid it in the ground because he was
afraid. When the man returned, he rewarded the first
two servants for their productivity and condemned
the last one because he buried his talent in the
ground,

A quick comparison between the two para-
bles. The parable of the ten virgins stressed the need
to be prepared and the parable of the talents the need
to be productive. We all have time and talent. The
number and nature may be different, but their pur-
pose is the same - to glorify God by growing His King-
dom. The good servants also use their time and tal-
ents to create more treasures. They were faithful and
fruitful. The wicked servant wasted his time and tal-
ents because he was afraid, and this led to his failure.

We have many opportunities in our churches
and association to use our time and talents. | pray we
will use them to reach our neighbors and bring them
to faith in Christ.
